GERMAN WARSHIPS IN BALTIC

Stockholm Via London, Aug. 13—9.05 a. m.)—Two German warships were 
observed off Landsort, an island in the Baltic, yesterday and today. Gotland 
reports say that German war vessels are seen frequently cruising in that vic­
inity.

German Cruiser Sold ?

London, Aug. 13—(4.15 a. m.)—The admiralty and war office information 
bureau isues;

"An engagement is in progress Northwest of Hasselt in the province of 
Limburg, between a Belgian cavalry division, supported by a brigade of infan­
try, and the German second cavalry division, 250,000 strong, supported by a 
battalion of infantry, and twelve pieces of artillery.

The German fourth divisions reported moving towards Jodigne in the 
Brabant province of Belgium. The German infantry is known to be on the 
left bank of the Meuse, except the above mentioned battalion. The . Ger­
mans are entrenching at Vise. The forts are holding out,"

“The Germans are constructing batteries nort^ of Liege, preparatory to a 
siege. Heavy guns already have been heard. . The Germans are constructing a 
railroad between Vise and Homburg, parallel with the frontier of Dutch Lim­
burg. They are also entrenching themselves in Liege.

“Huy, March and Houffalire are points held by German cavalry. Col­
umns of German cavalry are moving east toward the valley of the Ourthe. 
The French retreat from Muelhausen was well carried out The proportion 
of opposing forces was four Germans to each Frenchman. The German field 
artillery proved far inferior to that of the French.”

This Las Palmas and Christiania busi­
ness is the first to be received by Ameri­
can exporters, and is said to be due toV 
the difficulty experienced in obtaining 
English coal.

Brokers have received Inquiries from 
more than a score of exporters anxious 
to charter vessels, and it is believed 
that in ten days a big fleet will be en­
gaged in the coal trade.

The American liner New- York, when 
she sails for London will take 36,000 
dozen of eggs. They cost here twenty- 
five cents a dozen. They were ordered 
by cable from London, and there were 
calls for more, but the steamer could 
not accommodate them.

With.the supply of eggs from Russia 
cut off, England has no place to turn to 
except America.

The American liner Philadelphia, with 
the first great crowd of Americans, who 
rushed from Europe when the nations 
declared war, arrived at New York last 
night. There were 703 in the cabin and 
809 in the steerage.

It still 
seems here, that the enemy is inclined 
to avoid aggression on a large scale at 
Louvain, to the northeast of Brussels.

Yesterday for the first time German 
prisoners were seen here, young officers 
with spiked helmets,| covered with 
brown Holland cloth to render tliem less 
conspicuous. The Belgians fight at a 
disadvantage, as they are compelled to 
expose themselves in their ordinary uni­
forms, some of which, especially those 
of the cavalry, are brilliantly colored, 
while the Germans of all rank wear a 
grey field uniform which easily melts 
into the greys and browns of roads and 
stubble fields.

King Albert passed through Louvain 
yesterday afternon in a travel stained 
automobile. He was dressed in a gen­
eral’s uniform and almost escaped re­
cognition. He was without an escort.

Harrowing stories of alleged German 
brutalities continue. They are accused 
of burning and pillaging villages and of 
shooting civilians without provocation. 
It is alleged that whenever German 
cavalry enter a town, they make first 
for the municipal treasury and then for 
the banks, taking whatever cash they 
can find.

London, Aug. 13—(4.50)—The Tele­
graph’s military correspondent at Paris 
declares that several German army 
Corps are assembled around Metz, and 
extend in the form of a triangle from 
Metz to Treves and Luxemburg, and 
Namur province.

“The German right flank,” says the 
correspondent, “rests on the Meuse 
near Huy. Three army corps with sup­
porting cavalry are established on the 
left bank. This army threatens to at­
tack Brussels or invade France in the 
direction of Mons in the Belgian prov­
ince of Hainaut.

Paris Aug. 13—An official communi­
cation published here today says:

“A division of Belgian cavalry sup­
ported by a brigade of infantry and by 
artillery engaged and defeated near the 
fortress of Diest eighteen miles North­
east of Louvain a division of German 
cavalry also supported by infantry and 
by artillery.

I visited a place yesterday where the 
mania is particularly acute. That is per­
haps not to be wondered at, because on 
the day before three Germans wearing 
Belgian military uniforms were captur­
ed. They had made their way appar­
ent unchallenged through the outposts 
and only a chance word led to their de­
tection.

The superheated imagination of the 
Belgian peasants see spies everywhere 
and excessive patriotic zeal leads him to 
denounce the first stranger whom he 
comes across.
