Romance of Half Century
Ago is Recalled; -The
Prince Who Marned a
Dancer — An Austrian

Tale of the Nobility

(Copyright, 1911, by the Brentwood Com-
pany).

A romance of nearly half a century ago
namely, the marriage of General Prince
Joseph Windschgraetz, commander:of the
Archer Guard .of Emperor Francis Jos-
eph, to the famous ballerina, Maria Tag-
lione, is recalled by the death of her sis-
ter, Augusta Taglione last week, in a pri-
vate hospital in Berlin, in the presence
of her nephew, Prince Francis Windisch:
graetz, who inherits "the whole of her very
considerable fortune.

The bequest will prove very welcome to
the prince; for some years ago he was com-
pelled, by reason of his financial extrava-
gances, to surrender his commission in the
Austrian army. Indeed, so serious were
the scrapes in which he had become. in-
volved, that he found it necessary to leave
not only Austria, but even Europe, for
South America. It was on. the condition
of his keeping the Atlantic between them,
that his father and other relatives in Aus-
tria, consented to make him an allowance
for the maintenance of his wife and chil-
dren, who insisted upon following him into
exile,
