Decision of the Court Below Set
Aside and the Claim Helad
Not Good.

The full court, consisting of Justices
Crease, McCreight and = Walkem, gave |
judgment this morning in Coughlan vs.
the Oorporation of Victoria, - reversing |
the judgment of M. Justice Drake, !
which was in favor of the plaintiffs. / Be-
low  is part of - Mr. Justice Walkem’s !

“The plaintiffs, as contractors for the
construction of certain sewerage work in
the city, brought this action to compel |
Mr. Wilmot, 'the city engineer, to give |
thema a certificate for' $5,287.62, and to
obtain a judgment for that amount
against the corporation. The amount |
consists of the balance due on an alleg-
ed agreement for payment of $7,032, us
a lump sum for the whole work, and of !
about $1,900 for extras. < The defense, in |
effect, is that payment at schedule
prices, and not a lump sum, was agreed
upon; that the alleged extras were part
of the contricted works; and that the
engineer had given a final certificate for
$22.28 which was all that was due to the
plaintiffs, 1

At the trial, Mr. Justice Drake held
that the contract was for the lump sum
mentioned; that the plaintiffs were cn-
titled to be paid- $3,757 as a balance ‘due !
thereon by the corporation subject to
the right of the latter te retain ten per |
cent of it for the maintenance period of ;
six months; and that they shouid be al-
loyved for certain works as extras—the
amount thereof ‘and the question of |
costs being reserved for further consid- |
eration.

The corporation now appeals from the
part of the deecision relating to the luuvip
sum and the ‘extras. :
