Entertained By German Residents—-

St. Louis, March 3.—Prince Henry
spent four hours in St. Louis to-day,
during which time he was royally en-
tertained. Mayor Wells presented him
with a superb casket of sterling silver
ornamented with an insignia and trim-
mings of gold, containing the address
presented earlier by Mayor Wells. To
this address the Prince responded brief-
1y. At 11 o’clock the train left for Chi-
cago.

Chicago, March 3.—Prince Henry >f
Prussia, upon his arrival in this eite
this evening, was given an enthusiastic
At 6:30 his train arrived at
the depot of the Chicago & Alton rail-
road, where he was met by Mayor Har-
rison and the members of the reception
committee, Thousands of - peopie on
Jackson boulevard awaited the arrival
of the Prince, and the sidewalks every-
where were solidly massed with cheer-
in multitudes.

It was shortly after 8 o’clock when
the Prince and his suite entered their
carriages for the drive to the armory.

were black with people. A roar of
cheers greeted him -as he left the hotel;
and this continued untu he phissed with-
in the doors of the armory, where 6,000
people, most of them German _ horn,
were gathered to meet him. As hecen-
tered,  escorted by a committee, . the
bands ond the great. cheir, of hundreds
ol Voltés were completely 4
the cheers which continued for fully five
minutes. It was the one chance of the.
/German citizens of Chicago to.have the
Prince to themselves, and they made the
most of it.

At the conclusion of a song, ‘“The True
German Heart,” Chairman T. L. Le-
fense read an address of welcome to
Prince Henry.

The chorus then rendered “The Prayer
Before the Battle,” the Prince leading in
the manifestations of pleasure, At the
close, after the reading of a poem by
E. E. L. Gause. “The Battle Hymn of
the Republic” was sung, and then the
music swung into “The Star Spangled
Banner.” Instantly every man and
woman in the hall was standing, the
Prince ard the members of his suite ris-
ing. The eutire audience followed the
orchestra witk the words of the song.

It was shortly after 10 o'clock when
the Prince and the members of his suite
rose from their seats and, escorted by
the members of the committee, left the
balcony for their carriages. At least
50,000 people were still waiting on' the
outside, and the reappearance of the yis-
itors was greeted with the same.cheers
that had marked his arrival at the hall.

WIRELESS TELEPHONY
"~ WORK OF FRENCHMAN

Messages May Be Transmitted at Long
Distances Through the
Earth or Sea.

New York, DMarch 4.—E.  Dacretet,
the French electrical angineer, has made
the ‘following statement -concerning the
system of wireless telephony which he
has invented, says a Paris dispatch to
the Journal and American: >

“The Academy  of Sciences, to which
my invention of telephoning without
wires has been submitted, acknowledges
its value. The transmitter and receiver
are much like those in daily use for the
ordinary telephone. There is the differ-
i ence that a small coil is introduced and

the electrical intensity is slightly in-
creased. When the instruments are put
down deep in the earth the messages
can be transmitted at enormous dis-
-tances. Forests, - rivers or mountains
may separate armies, yet they can com-
municate . with each other through the
earth by wireless™ telephony. Wireless
telephone messages can be -transmitted
through the sea from shore to shore, or
between ships. The voice is transmit-
ted without the least difficulty, and the
most delicate articulations reach the
ear.”

SPANKED.

Six Boys Punshed For Destroying
Freight in Railway Cars.

New York, March 4—Two policemen,
with broad hands and plenty of strength
back of them, acted as masters of
ceremonies at a publie spanking admin-
istered to six youthful delinquents in
Kearney, N. J., police court.. The boys,
whose ages range from 10 to 12 years,
were brought before Recorder Krebs on
a charge of opening  freight cars and
destroying property. Recorder Krebs
sentenced each to “a good hard spank-
ing” as the alternative of a $5 fine.
The parents spoke for the beys and chose
the spanking. Chief of Police Tolon
selected two able-bodied policemen.
Each took a boy and placed him across
his knees in the approved position, and
an instant later the court room rang
with yells.

AVEBURY'S ADVICE
10 COVERNMENT

SAYS THEY SHOULD
' 1ET COMMERCE ALONE

Trusts the Policy of the Open Door’ Will
Be Maintained — Evils of
Bounties.

London, March 4.—In his presidential ad-
dress at the meeting of the Association of

Chambers of Commerce of the United King-
dom -to-day, Lord Avebury, better'known as
Sir John Lubbock, admitted that there was
disquieting features, but he said there was
no necessity for despondency in regard to
British commerce.

Speaking of subsidies, Lord Avebury re-
marked that while French ship ogners en-1
joyed stbstantial advantages, on the other
hand they had been burdened by bounties,
subsidies and protection to beet sugar,
wheat, fextiles, coals, metais;, etc. If the
British ship owners were not bountied they
“at any rate were not burdened with contri-
butions to bolster up other trades.

As to the ship subsidies bill before the
United States Congress, Lord Avebury did
not anticipate that the non-maritime states
would remain passive and see nine million
dollars in bounty go to the maritime states
without protest. The doubts he had ex-
pressed last year as to the vitality of Ger-
man eommerce were fully justified.” Ger-
many’s complicated systemn of bounties had
led to more and more intricate embarrass-
ments. ;

In the speaker’s opinion, the best thing
the government could do for commerece was
to let it alome. The sheet anchor of the;
commercial world was the favored nation
clause, and he trusted that the government
would hold fast to the policy of the open !
door, and in the case of North China urge !
fhe United States, Japan and other nations |
to join Great Britain in insisting on fair
play for the commerce of the world.

'BRODRICK TELLS
~ OF ARMY REFORMS

NO REDUCTION IN
NUMBER TO BE MADE

The Pay for Soldiers Who Will Sesve
in India—A Volunteer
Reserve.

London, March 4.—In introducing the
army estimates of £69,310,000 in the
House of Commpns to-day, War Secre-
tary Brodrick entered into a long de-
fence of the war office, which he con~
tended had dode its work well, con-
sidering that a war had never befere
been waged on such a scaie as the
South African war. ' The war office to—
day was feeding 300,000 men and 246,-
000 horses in South Africa, and there
were no complaints on that score. The
experiences of the past year bhad con—
firmed. the necessity for changes in the
army administvation, in. decentralization,
ete., as ouytlined by the government last.
year. Military officers and clerks were
being rapidly substituted in the war ef-
fice for civilian officers and clerks.

In regard to recruiting Mr. Brodrick
believed the limit had been reached. Now
reduction in the strength of the army
could be expected, and probably the Fn—
dian garrison must be increased. The
country had’ already enough experienee
allowing the colonial - garrisons to sinks
below their proper limit,

With the view of giving a fillip to re-
cruiting, Mr. Brodrick said the govera-
ment proposed to allow enlistment for
three years' with nine years in the re-
serve, and. with the object of induecing
men to enlist for India and elsewhere
abroad it was proposed to give every-
one a clear shilling per day. If after
two years the soldier decided to serve
cight years with the colors and feur
nw-in the reserve, he would be pa'd

o0 Wh”exira sixpence per day. Mr.
Brodrick believed this. would resmit im
enlisting a better class of men.

In regard to the much discussed ques-
tion of volunteers, Mr. Brodrick said if
ihe volunteers were to be a bar to eem—
seription, they must make themselves
efficient. It was proposed to establisk
a volunteer reserve of men over forty
years of age who were unable to comply
with the ordinary regulations, and es—
tablish during the present year a mili-
tary reserve of 50,000 men. The educa~
tion of all officers would be vigorously
prosecuted and the expenses of younZ
officers would be lightened.

THE SHIPPING BILL.

Measure Now Being Considered By ther
United States Senate—Its
Objects

Washington, March 3.—The Senate:
to-day began consideration of what is
known as the Shipping bill,. a measure
to provide for ocecan mail scrviee be-
tween the United States and foreigm
ports, and for the common defence; to-
promote commerce: and -to encourager
deep sea fisheries.

Mr. Frye _(Maine); chgirman of -« the
committee on commerce, made the open—
ing statement in support of the bill He
occupied the floor for nearly two heurs.
The poliey ‘of protection which has beem
applied, he said, to American industries,
has not been applied to the shipping
industry, The result of this short-
gighted policy has been the decadence
of the American merchant marine, and
the consequent humiliation of Ameri-
cans engaged in the shipping industry.
