It may
well be called a scenic road, for in that
12-niile.ride there .is unfolded a panorama
in which several miniature XYosemites,

.be .seen .the glary .of Nature’s handiwork,
.appear to pass on in grand review .as the
train moves  along.

Through sweet pine-scented woods, mag-
nificent timrber .areas, pasi little tented
encampments, the heomes .of the plodding
Mongelians, inward #nd upward the
grunting little emgine drew its carload
of admiring passengers,

Everybedy had heard of the switeh-
back system on this new line, by which
the steep grade amd other .obstacles to
progress dowmn Mit. Riehards to the val-
ley beyond were surmounted. There are
five or six tracke im the system, each
some hundred yards im jlength, so con-
nected and laid as to decredase the grade
as low as five per cent. A .splendid view
of the valley and Sicker meuntain on the
other side is afforded fwom whis’ switch-
back—in fact the scemery along this part
of the little line and the vemaining dis-
tance is worth ceming many miles to
see. In a few minutes the hrain descend-
ed the slope, and the litile engine had
performed the first part of iits duty
nobly. It had linked Sicker ®iding with
©Osborne Bay.

A stop was made here for a short time,
amd the new 20-ton engine from Lima,
Ohio, which arrived reeently, was. in-
spected. It is. a fine piece ef rolling
stock, and should be able to tackle those
grades on Mounts Richards and Sicker
in fine style. On the same track was the
little engine which may be called the
pioneer of tho road. Beside the new ar-
rival it is rather an insignificant affair,
but working capacity can’t be judged by
appearance. That same crude, diminu-
tive piece of mechanism has drawn over
1’(,000 tons of ore from Mr. Croft’s
mine.

It is here also that the celebrated
trestle on the Lenora & Mount Sicker
railway stretches across the B. & N.
railway track—the trestle whose con-
struction the Premier vainly endegvored
to stop. It is several hundred feet in
lemgth, strongly constructed, and there
tostay. Mr. Croft is certainly a man
not' easily downed, and it is well for this
Island that such is.the case,

The passengers resumed their places
on the car and the second part of the
jonrney commenced. This part of the
line' boasts of a road bed of which Mr.
Croft may well be proud. It is as sub-
stantial, solid and regular as on any
transcontinental railroad, and is the sub-
jeet of many admirinz comments gn the
patt of enginéers who liave travelled
over it.
