~ PROF. LEACOCKS INGPIRING
APPEAL FOR INPERIALISM

When Prof. Stephen B. Leacock be-
gan the first address of what Premier
Pugsley aptly called his “imperial
mission,” before the Canadian Club of
St. John last night, he faced an audi-
ence composed of the most prominent
and influential men in the political,
literary, commercial and professional
life of the city. It was an inspiring
gathering and the speaker rose abund-
antly to the occasion, and held the rapt
attention of his hearers throughout his
splendid appeal for the preservation of
the Empire’s integrity.

The attendance was the largest since

the first luncheon of the Club, when

Dr. Parkin was the speaker. Dr. Par-
kin’s tour of the Empire under the
auspices of the Imperial Federation
League also began in St. John and in
the sume building.

Scammell was the caterer for last
night's luncheon and provided an ex-
ccllent repast promptly served.

Prof. Leacock possesses in an un-
usual degree those qualities necessary
to make him a missionayy for imperial-
ism - of ghe greatest value to the Em-
pire, in which he feels so noble and
swelling a pride, and to secure the
permanency of which he has” devoted
his pen and now his eloquent voice.
He is remarkably fluent, and his
thoughts are clothed in beautiful and
striking language. Virile and straight,
with an Elihu Root style of hair cut,
Professor Leacock has a personality
and magnetism out of the ordinary and
which makes his utterances pleasing to
listen .to, even if one were inclined to
dispute his conclusions.

After being introduced to the audi-
ence in a happy manner by Dr. T. D.
TValker, in the absence of President
Earle, Prof. Leacock rose amid great
epplause. He began by alluding to the
phenomenon of the reversible falls,
which in St. John’s especial vanity
and presumed that this gave to the
people a cast of mind which made them
capable of looking on all sides of a sub-
ject.  Following with a few happy re-
marks concerning the influence on the
life of the province by the settling here
of the United Empire Loyalists, he said
he did not wish to approach the sub-
ject of imperialism in a controversial
manner. He was about to be sent on
@& missionary tour of the British Em-
pire to tell the different parts some-
thing of the life and civilization of the
other.

“In South Africa, I will tell of how in
Canada two races have been harmon-
ized, and in Australia I will tell
something about Confederation as it
fhas been worked out here.”

In England he would tell something
of his labors in the various parts of the
Empire that he had visited.

«“There is a feeling abroad,” he said,
#that one who calls himself an im-
perialist is a dangerous character, who
is always going about with a club on
his shoulder, looking for trouble, and
who talks too much on a subject of
which he knows too little. Some peo-
ple say that the imperialist is too far
ahead of the times, and others that he
§s too far behind. But unconsciously
or consciously, we are all imperialists.
If we want the British Empire, which
needs no overdone rhetoric to tell the
story of its greatness, to remain per-
manent, then we are imperialists. That
§s the test. If we are indifferent as
to whether it endures or not,sthen we
are not imperialists.”

Prof. Leacock then recounted some
of the stormy periods of the Empire’s
colonial expansion, remarking that the
British people were of an exploring and
edventurcus disposition, and not afraid
to leave home, and this was one of the
secrets of their greatness. This spirit
was lacking in the Germans, and not
present to the same extent in

the French. Professor Leacock .then
caused a great laugh by glanc-
ing in the direction of Premier
Pugsley and remarking that with these
inherited tendencies to migrate it
would not surprise him if some people
present might in the future decide to
remove to Montreal or ,Ottawa and
leave St. John .and Fredericton.

Referring to the breaking away from
the mother country of the American
colonies, Prof. Leacock said there was
a great object lesson to be learned by
the severing of those ties. He did not
agree with Goldwin Smith that that
great conflict was inevitable. Since it
was accomplished, however, he doubt-
ed whether American civilization had
profited thereby. The republican ex-
periment of total equality had per-
haps produced evils worse than were
escaped from. Canada he hoped would
find some wiser, better and nobler so-
lution of the problem of her status.

Prof. Leacock sketched the history
of responsible government in Canada,
Australia and other colonies, and said
that the imperialism which he advo-
cated would not tend to the abrogat-
fon in the smallest particular of the
right of self-government. Those
principles were rooted so deeply in the
life of the colonies that to destroy
them would be to pull down the whole
fabric of the Empire. Responsible gov-
ernment was viewed by Baldwin and
Lafontaine as a means of strengthening
imperial connection, but Hume, Roe-
buck and other British publicists said
it was meant to lead to national inde-
pendence. But it was not necessary
for us to feel anxious about the right
of any colony to govern themselves.
The great question was what share
shall they have in the common govern-
ment of the Empire?

Prof. Leacock roferred to the tend-
ency of all countries’toward expansion
at the present time, Germany was
sending millions of treasure into the
unoccupied jungles of Africa in an en-
deavor to create a cclonial empire in
the back ,country of the Soudan.
France too' was reaching out along
similar lines.

“This policy of modern expansion is
a justifiable one. We have a duty to
perform to the uncivilized peoples of
earth. We must not be Little England-
ers in our conception and say that
ihese benighted countries shall go to
perdition for all we care.”

Prof. Leacock referred to the various
conferences that have been held at
Ottawa and London, where the bright-
est minds amcng colonial statesmen
met those of the home land and dis-
cussed the different problems of Im-
perial import. These conferences ho
characterized as a process of Imperial
government in the making,

“In the dzvelcpment of any scheme
of Imperial consolidation Canada is
bound to take a leading part We oc-
cupy the major place a1d must take
the initial steps. If we try to get into
closer organic union with the Empire
we need not thereby sacrifice in the
smallest “degreée our national spirit
or freedom. I do not associate imperi-
alism with the lust of conquest, but by
it the Empire can be placed on a per-
manent basis, and with the consolida-
tion and strengthening of the Empire
there might be formed a closer union
with the other great branch of the
Anglo-Saxon race for the protection of
the world.”

As the speaker concluded his eloquent
peroration, and resunted his seat, he
was given a great ovation, and Mayor
Sears called for three cheers,which were
given with enthusiasm.

_Premier Pugsley moved that a vote
of thanks be extended to Prof. Leacock
for his inspiring lecture, and hoped that
he would again address the club, when
he returned from his Empire circling
tour.

J. D. Hazen, M. P. P., seconded the
motion, remarking that on this occasion
he had absolutely no fault to find with
Premier Pugsley’s remarks.

Prof. Leacock replied in a few words,
and promised to accede to the wish ¢x-
pressed by the premier and echoed by
the club.

OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

SYNOPSIS
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

Any even numbered section of Dom-
inion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatche-
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26,
not reserved, may be homesteaded by
any person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years of
age, to the extent ¢f one-quarter sec-
ticn of 160 acres, more or less.

Entry must be made personally, at
the local land office for the district in
which the land is situate.

The homesteader is required to per-
form the conditions connected thare-
with under one of the following plans:

(1) At least six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in
each year for three years.

(®) if the father (or mother; if the
father is deceased) of the homesteader
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of
the land entered for, the requirements
as to residence may be satisfied by
such person residing with the father or
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent
residence upon farming land owned by
him in the vicinity of the homestead,
the requirements as to residence may
be satisfied by residence upon the sall
land.

Six months’ notice in writing should
be given to the Commissioner of
Dominior Lands at Ottawa of intention
to apply for patent.
