In St. John 1,300 persons made ap-
plication to the Charity Association
last year. Of these 800 asked for
work, not charity.

The causes of poverty lay deep in
economic conditions. In old times
when the means of production and
transportation were crude, a failure
of the crops brought poverty. But
today owing to improved methods of
production and transportation, there
was no need of suffering from this
cause, as, if nature did not perform
her functions in one district she usual-
ly gave good crops in another.
