listing, but the young man's desire
to serve his country was so great
that he declined to accede to her re-
quest and gave up a desirable posi-
tion, The railroad gave him six
months’ salary and agreed to hold
his place open.

Will those citizeny of St. John who
have'neglected to lay in their winter
supply of coal have to pay a sreat
deal more for it than they expeoted
is the question which {is troubling
many of them today. Soft coal prices
have advanced from 50 cents 5 §1 per
ton since tl}e summer; nand ‘coal is
selling at the present time at $10.20
per ton in bulk, but hdw long it will
continue at that price is a question
that ds hard to answer. The stocks in
the oity are not nearly as heavy as
usual at this time of year, although
one dealer stated that he had enough
in stoolk agd in transit to carry him
to the end of the cufrent year,

Hard Coal at $11.

Hard coal s quoted in New York
today at from $7 to 7.75 per wa f.ob,
which would mean with the present
freights over §$11 landed here, and
one dealer had just received a tele-
gmam from his New York agent to the
offect that they were looking for $10
coal fob. before long. Add to this
between $4 and $5 for getting it here
and it is easy to see that ithe Zost
would be practically prohibitive for a
lange number of people. Another dealer
however expressed the opinfon that
with the closing of the Great Lakes
and the western market prices in New
York would be easier, and that poe
sibly it would not be necessary to ad-
vance the price here beyond what it is
at present. He added that they could
not buy coal tioday though in New
York and bring it here to sell at the
price which ruled now, as it would
cost more than that to land it here,
and if the prices kept up in New York
the people here would have to pay
more,

Demand Exceeds Supply.

Commenting on the situation d¢he
Coal Trade Journal says: "The situa-
tion in the coal trade, both anthracite
and bituminous, can easily be de-
scribed as & most strenuous one at
the present time, for the demand is in
excess of supply, with the comse.
quent effect on prices whirh naturally
ensues from swch & condition of af-
fairs.

‘“The anthmacite shiftage has reach-
ed a more acute stage tham was ex-
pected to develop previous ‘o the ar-
rival of cold weather.

“Vanlous local dealers have hought
cargoes of one size or another at
prices ranging from $6.76 to $7.25 f.0.b.
but the total volume of sales has been
Hmited by the short supply at the
local ports.”

Soft coal stooks in the city at the
present time are exceptionally light
and it is almost impossible to get ship-
ments from the mines as fast as they
are wanted. Ome dealer who handles
Broad Cove coal sald that the ocom-
pany would only accept onders for
two cars at one time, and would mot
ship them both at the same time, as
they were mnot producing mnearly
enough to supply the demand. The
price for this coal was now $7.50 per
ton and they were away behind in fill-
ing orders because iof inmability to get
shipments.

Reserve Mine has gone from §6.25
to $7, and Springhill from $6.78 to
$7.25 and stocks of both of these coals
were very smaM.

Several factors emtered into and
caused the situation which hes arisen.
First there was the matber of help.
Numbers of the miners had thrown
aside the pick for the rifle, and were
now fighting the Germans; then the
question of transportation.
