Sketch of :the Busy’Life of Judge Stevens—He Would Come
Under Operation of Resolution Presented in Dominion
Parliament This Week—He Has Done Much to
Make His Name Honored in the Land.

St. Stephem; N. B., May 21—The pro-
posal to pass a law at Ottawa this -ses
sion. making the superannuation of county
judges compulsory when they have reach-
ed the age of seventyfive years would
meah the retirement of two of the six
New - Brianswick county judges—Judge
Btevens, of Sb. Stephen, and Judge Wil-
kinson, of Chatham—on their present sal-
e i

In February, 1902, replying to an address
presented to him by the attorneys, Judge
Stevens had this in view when he spoke
as follows:

“Your expression of hope that I mny be
sparved for many years to adorn my posi-
tion, I have mo doubt came from your
heart. It will be trying for me to sever
the ‘tie that hés bound us so long in pro-
fessional’ and’ friendly anion, and as the
individual i& ‘the last to be aware of fail-
ing enengies; your assertion as to the pres-
ent state of my health, physically and
mentally, as being, un‘mpaired, is miost
gratifying; but, as legislation may probab-
ly be bad as to 'the retirement of judges
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in 1868, serving umitil his appointment to
the bench on June 10th; 1867. As a mem-~
ber of the legislature he succeeded in get-
ting an act passed relieving the port of
St. Stephen from' payment of cxport duties,
although former attempts were made on
this same question, and strong opposition
developed, as it was considered exceptional
legislation. He dictated much of the cor-
respondence which had to be tramsmitted
to the home government by the attorney
general and consequently much credit was
nccorded Mr. Stevens for ability, tact and
persistency in carrying a measure wiich
at the time was so important bo the inter-
ests of St. Stephen,

A Success‘ul Legislator and Author

Judge Stevens was a successiul legislator
leaving several acts on the statute books
which mark his diligence amd ability in
this respect. His speeches there, as in fu-
ture life, were marked for their masterly
eloquence and brilliancy. 5

Sketch of Judge Stevens.

Hon. James Gray Stevens, K. (., judge
of the County Oourts of Chariotte, Vie
tonia and Madawaska, was born in Edin-
bungh (Scotland), om ¥eb. 25th, 1822. He is
a son of Andrew Stevens, writer to the
gignet, in his life time solicitor of the Su-
perior Uourts of Scotland, and freeman of
the city of HEdinburgh, and Grace Buch-
anan Campbell, daughter of Kir Colin
Campbell, of Auchinbreck, Argyleshire.
His mother was a woman of marked char-
acter and flne talent and a valuable con-
tributor “to Blackwood’s ‘Magazine. She
was intimate with many of the leading
writers and educators of Scotland in those
days. |

Although descended from a noble family
of Bwotland on his mot er’s sde, Judge
Stevens more highly appreciates uhe miloil-
ity of intelleet and character wilich he in-
herited from his gifted mother. His
brothers occupisd r<sponsble p.itions in
their chosen professions. I

The judge is an alummnus of Edinburgh
University and came to New Brunswick
in 1840, locating at St. Stephen where he
at once commenced the study of law with
(Alexander Campbell who aftemwands be-
came a noted judge in Califorgia. He finish-
ed his law studies with David Shank Kerr,
then practicing at Fredericton, was admit-
ted to practice in 1845 and called to the
bar at Michaelmas tenm, 1847, and was
created a Queen’s Counsel in February,
1867. <
Following his profession at St. Stephen,
where he had an extensive pradtice in Jaw
and equity, he was brought into promincnt
notice in” the comduct and argument of a
case in equity in which he acted as coun:el
for the plaintifis—St. Stepben’s Bank vs.
IN. B. & C. Rrailway & Land Company.
[This case was appealed to the privy coun-
cil in England, and it sustaired the juds-
ment of the New Brunswick court in fa-
vor of ‘the plaintiffs.

Judge Stevens represented Charlotte
county in the house of assembly from 1861
to 1865, when he was defeated on the
question of comfederation of which he wus

#p avdent supporter. He Was again elected

e

Supreme Courts of New Brunswick from
1825 to Kaster Term 1873, inclusive, ‘‘Index
to the Statute Rules, Orders, Regulations,
Threatises and Proclamations of the Do-
miniont of 'Camada,” and “Indictaple
Offences and Summary Convictions.” ‘There
are three editions of the digest, the last
edition in 1897, bringing the decisions
down ito that year as r¢ported in the manu-
scripts of the late Chietf Justice Chipman,
and the published volumes of G. K. 8.
Baton, D. 8. Kerr, J. C. Allen, James
Hannay, William Pugslcy, George 'W. Bur-
bidge, A. I. Truecman and John Ji. Carle-
ton, as well as of 'W. L. Trueman. The
first equity reporter. In addition to these,
the book contains in wmts appendices the
cases appealed to the Supreme Court of
Canada, and tbe rules of court d&rom
Michaelmas Tenm, 1882, in continuation of
Earle’s Rules.

About 3,500 reported cases conslitute the
book, forming a body of law whidh every
practitioner in the courts of this prov-
ince is bound to study with care, and
thankiulness that a judicial mind could
at the age of seventy-five years be co «lear
and concise as the admirable arrangement
ehxibited in the third edition of the digest
or what the honorable gentleman is pleased
to tenm the “literary child of his old a.e.”

This work will be an imperishable monu-
ment to the judicial acumen and industry
of Judge Stevens. It is pleasing to the au-
thor that his works have been so highly
appreciated by the members of the New
Brunswick bar, who have gemerously pur-
chased these books,

In Other Public!Activities.

Notwithstanding his studious character,
attending promptly and faithfully to his
judicial duties, yet the judge has found
time. to attend to any matter that would
iend to promote the welfare of the towa
and county, ever identifying himself witix
any entenprise calculated to advance the
moral, educational or financial interests of
the town. ¥or nearly thirty years he was
president of the St. Croix Agricultural
Society, and for eight years sewr.tany of
the provincial boand of “agriculture, he hav-
ing a taste for such pursuits and especially
for horticulture and botany. The judge is
rarely thappier than when working among
his flowers in the well kept garden around
his home, where he can b: secn daily, even
at his advanced age.

In 1861 the provincial board of agricul-
ture presented to him a handsome silver
urn, as a prize for an essay on the agricul-
tural condition of Charlotte county. Judge
Stevens was the pioneer in the pre-cent
policy of the government in sending lec-

urers throughout be goyniry diewwigts to

thotoughly
agricultural possibilities of the province.
In the Church.

To Judge Stevens and the late James
Ganong is given the credit of the erection
of the cotton mill at Millbown mwhere a
large number of employes are receiving
daily occupation and contributing to the
welfare of the four towns on the St. Croix.
But space forbids the enumeration of the
many projects which received the endorsa-
tion and fatherly advice of the learned
judge who at all times when called upon
tto preside or attend at any public function,
whether to advance some commercial in-
terests dor the bemefit of the town, syeak
at a banquet, welcome slrangers, or oecupy
the post of honor at a. religious gathering.
In the latter respect, Judge Stevens has
been a consistent member of ¢he Presby-
terian church of this town, and il the
early days of struggle wihich all churches
are called mpon to undergo, was without
doubt the main prop of that chunch, work-
ing with the persistency of his Sootish
ancestors, and witli his talents it wae littie
wonder that the Presbyterian aburch we
soon erected and paid dor. Lthe judge, al-
though busy with his legal practice yet
found time to oocupy the pulpit, not only
there but throughout the country districts
of Baillie, where many of his denomina-
tion vesided. He has been for years presi-
dent of the St. Stephen branch of the
Bible Society, auxiliary of the British So-
ciety. In 1852 he was the mecipient from
‘the members of his church of a handsome
gold watch, as a mark of esteern and re-
spect. 'Lhis watch is still carried by the
judge and jwid be hauded dowm as a
valuable heirloom. The judge is justly
proud of the tact that today the St.
Stephen Presbyterian church is one of the
best attended, as well as most prosperous,
churches in St. Stephen.

In 1896 he had the honor of being the
first lay man to receive the position of
moderator of the St. John Presbytery, on
which body he is annually «hosen to
represent the church here.

As a public speaker, Judge Stevens has
occupied the platform in the important
towns of the province. In.the Mechanics’
Institute at St. John on many occasions,
at an alummi gathering of the university
at Fredericton, his eloquence has electri-
fied a large audience. In 1894 he lectured
in the celestial city on The Punishment
of Crime. At the close of the lecture
the chairman, Governor Fraser, invited
a number of those present to discuss the
question spoken on by the noted lecturer.
The speakers were O. 8. Crockett, Judge
Vanwart, Frank Baird, Prof. Davidson,
Horace Brittain and Prof. Stockley and
Chancellor Harrison, of the university.
Governor Fraser also dealt briefly with
some of the points and Judge Stevens
was then called upon to close the debate.

In 1897, when the jubilee celebration of
her late most gracious majesty took place
for some unaccountable as well as regret-
able reason, Judge Stevens was left off
the epeakers’ list by the committee in
dharge of the proceedings at the rink in
this town, but om learning that the judge
was not to speak on that occasiom, the
citizens of ‘Woodstock promptly invited
the beilliant jurist to deliver the address
at their celebration. This patriotic ora-
tion will rank with the ablest ‘delivered in
any pant of ihe dominion on the occasion
of her most gracious majesty’s jubilee. In
connection with and as part of the ad-
dress, the judge read two very fine poems
from the pen of his gifted daughter, Miss
Grace, written for the celebration.

Barristers’ Address.

The next important and interesting
event in the life of Mr. Stevens, and
which is held very dear to his heart, was
tiie presentation to him of an address by
the Charlotte county barristers and grand
jury on Feb. 25, 1902, in St. Andrews court
house, this being the 80th anniversary of
the judge's birth. The folowing is the
addreas of the atborneys:—

To the Honorableé James G. Stevens,
Judge of the Charlotte County Court:

May it please your honor: It having
been brought to our motice that this date
marks the eightieth anniversary of your
honor’s birth we, the members of the bar
in the county of Charlotte, beg your
honor's permission to extend to you our
sincere and hearty congratulations upon
the completion of four score years in a
life so filled with honor, o exemplary in
ite character, and so wusefully «pent ae
yours has been.

We desire also to assure you honor
that we join with you in sincere and rever-
ent thankfu'nese to the great ommnipotent
Judge, through whose Divine mercy you
have been permitted in the enjoyment of
the fullest measure of physical and mental
vigor, to preside over tthis court for so
many years and until the completion of
the exceptionally long epan of life which
ig marked by this anniversary of your
nativity. Of the members of the bar who
were privileged to try causes before your
honor and to practice in this court, at
the time of your appointment to the
bench, which dates back to the original
constitution of this court, there are at
this time very few survivors, and we can
with great sincerity assure you that we
regand it as a cause for special gratitude
that you should have been so long spared,
in health and strength, to preside over
this court, to maintain, as you always have
done, the dignity and honor of so impor-
tant a tribunal; to give to the profession
the benefits of your eminent and dis-
tinguished taents as a jurist, to assist in
the administration of justice, to aid in
the good government of society, and to be
such a shining and dllustrious example to
the judiciary and the bar of this province
in the conepicuous mammer which has pre-
eminently marked the whole course of
your personal, . pwofessional and judicial
life. Coud the voices of those eminent
counsel who once practiced in this court,
but who have long since been summoned
before the aternal bar of justice, be heard
at this time they would surely say, in
common with the members of the bar of
today, that no provimcial tribunal “was
ever held in higher regard or looked to
with greater pride than the courts over
which your honor has been privileged to
preside, and no member of the bench has
ever been held in greater esteem than has
he to whom we have the honor and privi-
lege of paying our respects today.

Possessed, as you always have been, of
en eminently judicial mind, aided by a
thorough knowledge of the law and ac-
tuated by a strong determination at all
times to mold the scales evenly=and fairly
between your sovereign and her or his
subjects and between all of your fellow
men, your career on the bench has been
one upon which you can well afford to
look back with a very great deal of pride
and satisfaction—a career which must
find consclenticus approval in yourself and

bation of.the world.

the great pleasure and eatisfaction we
have always found in .trying causes and
practicing in {he courts before you, which
pleasure and saticlaction, to a barrister,

merits the abeolute and unquaiified appro-
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We desire also to assure your {morr of

[ fillest measure of “justice will be meted
out to his client by the presiding judge
who administers the law, and that hid
treatmentt by the court will be of that
kindly affable and gentlemanly character
which has always in so marked a degrce
characterized your honor's demeanor
towards all members of the profession
wihose privilege it has been to take part
in the trial of causes in this court.

Without any desire to hope against ma-
ture,’we ae happy in the belief that the
present conditiens warrant an expression
of the hope that yeur honor may yet be
spared for many yesrs to adorn the high
position you have, witlhh so much distinc-
tion, occupied for a period . of .mearly
thirty-five ycars amd that your wise a_.nd
kindly ' counsel, your keen discrimination
between right and wrong, and your correet
judicial dec:sions may yet be available to
the profession for many years to come.
We also assure your homor of our com-
plete confidence in your ability to still
perfonm the important duties of your ze-
sponsible and exalted position. We earnest-
ly trust that an ever kind and gracious
Providence may continue to bless you in
health and to meintain you in the comdi-
tion of mental strength and vigor, wl}lcih
you now emjoy in so marked a degree, " for
very meny years, and that your busy, use-
ful and exemplary life may still continue
to serve as a guiding star for many young
lives who, having seen your good works,
may become desirous ©of emulating the
same.

Judge Stevens replied—in worde whidh
while eloquent were yet full of pathos—
in appreciation of the address presented.
The following few words showing the
character of the reply and of the judge
will suffice: “I receive your effusive and
laudatory expressions with much humility,
eensible as I am of my many imperfe_‘e
tions; I have, however, striven to dis-
charge my duty in the sphere in which I
thave been placed with diligence and up-
rightness, and to elevate tme position I
(have so long been spared to hold. Your
testimonial to me is indeed most precious.”

On tie presentation of the Fenian med-
als, his honor made one of his characte:r-
‘istic and patriotic speeches, bringing back
to the memory of the veterams present the
stitring times of that period.

Last year he was present to welzome
the members of the Summer School of
Science at the opening session in the rink.
At the close he was aigo present to “‘speed
the parting guests.”” At the opening of
the new court ‘house in Calais last month
he was invited and made an impromtu

speech which was considered. by those
present to be the “speech of the day.”
Theé Judges Family.

In December, 1845, Judge Stevens mar-
ried Blizabeth Helen, daughter of Joha
Marks, son of a Loyalist, She was the
mother of fifteen children. The death of
his wife, which occurred April 1, 1883,
wag the great sorrow of his life, for she
was truly the partner of his joys and sor-
rows, his aspirations and honors; an af-
fectionate wile and mother, a kind chari-
table meighbor, a true Christian helpmate.
His children ail ¢ccupy prominent posi-
tions in professiobial, business and social
life. James G., jr., the eldest som, is a
prominent- barrister and partner of the
late - Hon. James Mitchell, attorney-gen-
eral and premier at the time of his death,
He also occupits a number of important
positions. Andrew is a merchant in “the
west, as was Atheling, who died vecently.
John M. 8 a well known atborney in
Madawaska. Helen M., the wiie of J. G.
Orchard, banker; ~Klizabeth, married to J.
J. Morrison, - in #h¢ banking business;
Sarah G., now Mrs. W. B. Towrance,
whowe husband is also a banker; Miss
Grace, who presides over the home since
her mother’'s lamented death. She also is
proficient as a writer, s one of our most
attentive school trustees, as well as prom-
ment in church and social duties; Fanny
Alice, wife of Dr. Lawson, of this town;
Kate A., married to Mr. Brown, of Wood-
stock; Ann ‘W. is at home; Robert W. in
the west, and Walter S. at home in busi-
ness and a popular member of the town
council.

1t can be truthfully said that the history
of Judge Stevens is the history of the
progness of this town and county. This
sketcn of “The Grand Old Man” of St.
Stephen can be appropriately ended with
the .ast stanza of ¢he jubilee poem written
by Miss Grace B. Stevéns, daughter of the
honorable judge, to whom it fittingly ap-
plies:; —

*The sands of time are sinking swift and
fast away,
