Itseemsthat all the
mef born on a certain ‘day of the week
are called by the mascuiine -appellation
of that day, and all the women by the
feminine name for the day. Thus, all

girls born on Sanday are named Accus-
suak; all boys born-.on Sunday are named
Auassie; girls born on Monday are
named Adjuah; boys are named Cudje.
The choice of
limited, nicknames are much in vogue.
So a fat man born on Monday is notcalled
simply Cudje, but Cudje Kutumsu.

An appalling custom of these natives
{s their habit of pawning their sons and
daughters and wives, with very much the
same indifference as that with which &
German student would pledge his watchi
A woman who has been pledged becomes
the absolute slave of the person to whom
she is pawned, When a pledged person
dies the body is fastened to the bough of
a tree, high in the air, beyond the reach
of animals, . The natiye tribes believe in
the immortality of the soul, but they
think the dead one cannot commence his
wandering to the eternal realms until his
mortal remains have been consigned to
earth. For this reason the relatives make
every effort to redeem the body of &
pawned person as soon as possible after
death. The Fantees rejoice in the pos-
session of two devils—Abousam, who
presides over the souls of the wicked in
the next world, and Sasabousam, large,
red-colored, long-haired devil, who rules
on earth.  The latter resides in the deep
ravine of a gloomy forest, and near a
gigantic mulberry tree. :
