Lament, General Schofield and Admiral 
Luce and their staff. At just eleven 
o’clock the head of the procession reach­
ed the reviewing stand, the seventh 
regiment band playing the Marseillaise. 
Most of the distinguished- visitors from 
France stood on the president's 
back. During the procession on shore 
the vessels of the North Atlantic squa­
dron were being prepared for the marine 
pageant and at an early hour they were 
profusely decorated with bunting. The 
other vessels which were to take part in 
the ceremonies had formed in line at the 
head of 45th street,on the Hudson river, 
and at one o’clock the signal for the 
start was given. There were over 100 
vessels in line and with their gay deco­
rations made a splendid spectacle. Off 
2ord street the United States steamer 
Despatch was waiting with the presiden­
tial party on board,and as that vessel fell 
into line the presidential salute was 
fired. The entire fleet then proceeded 
down the bay toward Bedloe's island, 
where the ceremony of unveiling was to 
take place. They were accompanied 
by the booming ol cannon and shrieking 
of whistles on the hundreds of steam­
ers. Un land the procession marched to 
Lower Broad way where it was disbanded. 
The parade was witnessed by hundreds 
oi thousands of people and there were on 
the i e viewing stand besides those already 
mentioned, many of the most distin­
guished men in military and civil life.

Upon arriving at Bedloe’s island, the 
. vessels formed a semi-circle in front of 
it and the war ships and batteries fired a 
salute of 100 guns as President Cleve­
land landed. When all was ready, Gen. 
Schofield called the assembly to order 
and Itev. Dr. Storrs offered prayer. 
Count DeLesseps then made a brie 
presentation speech in behalf of the 
Franco-American Union, Senator Evarts 
followed, and the (statute was unveiled. 
At the moment it was done another 
salute was fired from all the guns in the 
harbor and a terrible din was created by 
blowing steam whistles on the hundreds 
of steamers. President Cleveland then 
accepted the statue for the people of the 
United States, and M. DeFaivre respond­
ed for the republic of France. The ex­
ercises then closed.
