DAILY FOOD SPECIALS
retiring men with women,” she 
said.

“For the students it was very 
messy,” Steele said “but the ma­
jority support the Equity Plan".

Steele said the objection raised 
by critics who feared there weren’t 
enough eligible women to replace 
retiring men was answered by 1700 
women who sent in CVs.

Steele was emphatic in charac­
terizing the Plan as a positive affir­
mation of necessary academic 
change. For that reason numerous 
male faculty, the faculty associa­
tion, staff and their union, and 
OCA's President, Timothy 
Porteois, were all supportive of 
gender parity and equality in hir­
ing, she said.
