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The city officials promised to let me have 1
a reply to these proposals in due course but, up to the !
moment, this has not been received. A letter from the }~
city Treasurer's office, which to some extent is,no doubt,
intended as the reply promised, reached this office on
October 20th- a copy of which is attached - but as will
be seen this mainly deals with item three(3) of the pro=-

posals submitted.

In gjscussing the matter of a complete
report with Corporation Counsel McTaggart a few days ago,
he promised that this would be provided before the end

- of thx,gurront week, However, I feel that no further delay
should ecour im making s decisfom with respect to this
project, as if this work is to proceed and Imndian labour
employed, it is imperative that it be commenced at the
earliest possible te.

If I recall correctly the reaction of the
eity officials to the proposals made might be briotly
summarized as follows:. ™
