San Francisco, April 17.—The Giant
Powder Works district of Berkley, across
the Bay, exploded vesterday, killing
twelve whites and twelve or fiftecu China-
men. Thizs is the third explosion the
company has sustained, all attended with
loss of life. The explosion occurred in
the packing room; all at work therc were
killed. There was about 6,000 pounds of
powder in the room. All the victims
were blown to atoms,  Six houses inside
the works were all blown to slivers. The
