Company, in the Penal sum of double the amount to be secured thereby,
such Bond or Bonds, respectively,lo be conditioned for the re-psyment to
the said Receiver Geiieral, to and for the use of our said Lord the King,
His Heirs and Successors, the sum or sums of money specified in the said,
Warrant or Warrants that may be from time to time issued in favor of
he said Welland Canal Company by virtoe and under the authority of

this Act, and at such period or periods respectively as the Debenture
or Debentures upon which such sum or sums of money so to be from
time to time advanced to the said Company, by way of Loan, may have
been raised shall respectively become due and payable according to
the terms thereof, together with legal interest thereon, ai the rate of Six
per Cent per Annum, such interest to be paid to the said Receiver Gene-
ral, to and for the use of our Sovereign Lord the King, His Reirs and:
Successors, half yearly, computed from the date or dates of the said
Bond or Bondý respectively, and which Bond or Bonds, respectively
shall be prepared and made out in such method and forin as the sail
Receiver General shall think most safe and proper.
