Bad Blaze at Edmenton.

Edmonton, Alta., Jan. 7—With the
thermometer at I5 below zero,'the
city firemen engaged last night in a
four hour fight with a fire in the three
storey wooden St. Regis Hotel
crowded with roomers , many O
whom escaped in their night clothes.
Eight-year-old Evelyn Johnson,
daughter of a soldier in the 66th re-
iment was suffocated, and two hours
after the fire her body was tound in
a part of the building filled with
smoke, but not touched by flames.

General Serret Dead.

Remiremont, France, Jan. 6, 11 P.
m.—General Serret, who was in com-
mand of one of the divisions of the
French army in the Vosges, died to-
day from wounds received in a Te-
cent engagement. It was necessary to
amputate a leg and the general did
not recover from the shock.

The French War Cross, the second
highest honor “in the French Army,
has been awarded to a Glasgow Hig-
lander, for conspicuous pravery 1in
the field on two occasions. He 1s
only twenty years of age and work-
ed in the Glasgow Post Office as a
telegraph messenger six years 2ago.
He attached himself to the -Cadet
Corps connected with the Glasgow
Highlanders (Territorials), and on
his appointment as 2 postman trans-
ferred to the senior body. He went
with his regiment to the front, and
has taken part in some severe hight-
ing.
