The secret of saccess in giving milk and
eﬁgs to those who would rather not take
them is to preparo them in different ways.

For o delicate stomach tho white of the
egg, well beaten, added (o hot or cold milk,
aweetened Lo taste, will often prove tempt-
ing, when even the sight of the yolk with
the milk is unpleasant.
