Rev. Dr. J. R. Batt.isby Says

That Religion I

"Ebb In Scotland-- Methodists Also Gding Baek—-
A Few Impressjons

“Bicycles, motor-cycles and auto-
mobiles are fast becoming a great
curse in Scotland, They furnish an
attractive means for the desecretion
of the Lord's Day. The Sdbbath
is not now as strictly observed in
the mother country as it was in my
boyhood days. Religious strife
and squabbling, and a tendency
among the younger ministers to
adopt many seotions of the Epis-
copalian ritual is undermin.ng the\
work of fthe Scottsh Preshyterian
churches ; prayers and readings from
the sciniptures form a portion of the
services—all of which has a tendency
to drive people away from the
churches, instead of bringing them
to them.”

Such are some of bh.e impressions
gathered by Rev. Br. Battishy dur-
ing his recemt touwr \n Socotland.

At the comclusionr of the prayer
gervice in St. Andrew's Presbyterian
church last evening, Rev. Dr. Bat-
tisby treated the members of his com-
gregation present to a short dis-
cowrse On his impressions of old coun-
try life gathered during his recent
tour to Scotland.

Looking at mptters from a poli-
tical stamdpoint in England, he re-
marfked, 'there are some ,things of a
casual Dature which one would not
realize from reading the old coun-
try papers. They have more parties
in the House of Oommons than we
have, and it is in many ways a great
detriment o the progress of the
country. There are some six or seven
of thesle parties, and one party which
is ult®mntely going to create trou-
ble is the labor faction, which is
growing stronger all the time. The
labor party is at present about forty
strong—quite a large increase over
what it jbas been in the past, and
should its members be joned by the
Irsh party there is sure to be trou-
ble. The Small Holdings Bill and the
Educatiomal Bilt are now holding the
attention of the British public, and
they will later be the cause of great
strife, though I have no doubt their
intent will be wrecked when they
reach the Housg of Lords.

I ascertained while ip Scotland that
farming is mot now paying in that
country Tike it did when I was a
boy, all on aceount of the fact that
goods and grain are now dumped into
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Britain free from other counirics
It is now also very difficult for the
farmers to get help with their work
on account of the great influx of
| young men and women to the large
cities, whepe 1 discovered there are
thousands out of employment, and
as for drunkenness, I never saw the
like of what F witnessed in the city
of Glasgow alone. I paid a visit to
some of the slum streets, where I
isaw some of the fmost degraded
scenes.

It will be difficult for the Eng-
lish party now'in power to hold their
position. The premier is a man
who lacks back-bone, and the two
bills I mentioned are surely going
to cause great trouble. The Epis-
copalinn church and the Roman Ca-
tholic church are fighting to gain
religious instruction in the schools.
We have not such a system in this
country, and I think that no par-
liament is justified in legislating in
favor of any one church or against
another. The bill will bhe wrecked
in the House of Lords. The Gov-
ernment will sogon begin to realize
that they have gone wrong.

. THE RELIGIOUS ASPECT.

T can look back and remember how
stinictly the Sabbath Day was ob-
served in Scotland in my day, but I
mgy say that this strict observance
is now a thing of the past. Bicycles
and motor-cans are proving a great
curse in Scotland, where they are
used for all day pleasure trips every
Sabbath by hundreds.

It has been quite generally known
for some time that poker playing
is by no means a pare thing in Chat-
ham, “Round the Table” clubs are

accommodation. A quiet game of
poker, for the sport that is in it,
is comntemanced by 'a great many
people, and so ‘'long as there was
no complaint, and the players were
not noisy, and kept the peace, the
authonties took no aciion.

When it was whispered around that
a cemntagn man ocecupying an up town
store kept a gaming house, the au-
thorities took motice, and going to
man ‘h guestion, told him of the
rumors and warned him that if he
was guilty, and continued the busi-
ness, he would bé promptly “pulled.”
It is said that several warnings were
given, but the man paid no heed.
Comyplaints came in to the police au-
thorities that the gaming went on
all day S8unday. Some of these com-
plaints mepched the ears of Crown
Attorney Smith, and he immediate-
ly started out for a prosecution.

The result was that the man found
hitmseilf in the Police OComrt dock this
MOrning a.nswenng to a charge of
keeping .a gaming house. He wiil
come up again at three o'clock to
plead guilty ar not guilty.

The charge dates to last Sun-
day, and it is alleged that om that
date, in the evening, seven young
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men of this city—some of them not
80 young—were in a. room above the
rear of the apcused- man’s shop gamb-
ling and drinking. The seven men
were doing the poker playing and
the man himself was attending to
the refreshment stand. It was a
warm nightand it would not beright
to see his guests suffer from want
of liquid refreshments. Somie of the
men included in the information come
from the city's very bhest [amilies,
but they ame all | included in the
same information.

The police searched the room this
morning and found evidences of sev-
eral mights’ carousing. Whiskey,
beer and innumerable cigar stubs
and a [arge, round gaming table
were among the chief articles found.
The table, beer and whiskey were
taken to the Police S:ation. The
names of the men are withheld out
of respect for their families.

The man, if found guilty of the
charge, is laid open te a sentence
df one year in the Cemtral prison.

It is understood thalt the police

closed up., In many cases this ac-
tion. is caused by The innumerable
complaints of ruined young men, and
neglected families, the direct result
of men spending their nights in
these places.

The
application was mot made to the
Board, but the matter was left with
the Kindergarten committee and the
Inspector to decide what was ad-
visable to be done.

“The application was very irregu-
lar,” gaid Mir. MeArtbur. “It should
have been’ ‘made to the Board, and
not to one of the teachers. Al-
though this matter was referred to
the committee, we found the three
young ladies in attendance at the
school end accepted tfeire.
