Canada would be as much justified in
objecting to the United States having
saything to do with a canal in Central
America. The excuse for this inter-
ference with independent powers is that
Mounroe had a doctrine ; well, so had
Joeo Bmith and Brigham Young a
doetrine, which is every whit as bind-
ing on the British Empire, France and
Germany as Monroe’s.

In pursuance of this crazy idea that
they possess the whole earth and the
sea a8 well—the BSenate has almost
simultaneously induniged in another
vagary of a similar nature.
