Itis generally admtted by
Reformers that the new bill will prove very
serviceable to the cause of Reform, and
that it will be thedeath blow to Toryism
The number of mombers im the House
will be increased from 43 under the pre~
sent act, to 65 under the new Bill for each
Seetion of the Province: This will secure
s majority of Refermers in the House,
and congequently give greater facilities for
future useful legislation®

ANTI-LIQUOR LAW.

An Act to prevent the traffic in Alco-
holic and intoxicating Liquors has been
Malcolm Cameron. This is a most useful
measure and is much demanded by a
very large portion of the population of
Canada. The state of public feeling with
regard toa law of this kind is probably not
quite so universally favorable as to ensure its
passage at the present, but fhat feeling
even among moderate driokers is more fa-
vorable than by many is supposed to be the
case, and many absolute drunkards are anxi-
ous for the measure as their only sure safe-
guard from the despotism of their own cor-
rupted appetities.

This act
goes to the root of the evil, it regards in-
toxicating Liquors when used as a bever-
age'as a “fruitful cause of crime, poverty
disease and demorahization,” and considers
it the “duty of Government to protect the
people against these eyils”  The passing
of the act can be productive of no in juiry
but will confer an absolute unmistakeable
benefit upon the whole community.
