ROOSEVELT TALKS
T0° FARMERS

Co-operation The Means For
Bettering Agricultural
Conditions.

Lansing, Mich., May 31.—President
Roosevelt, whose address this after-
noon on the campus of the Michigan
Agricultural ecollege was the climax
of the semi-centennial celebration of
the founding of that institution, ar-
rived here at 10 o’clock this morning.
He made a number of shert: :
during the morning from his car plat-
form en route. The number of stran-
gers here is estimated at 50,000.
Twelve companies of the Michigan
National guard had beem brought in-
to the city to escort and guard the
president, together with a troop of
cavalry, and two divisions of the
Michigan naval reserve. The presi-
dent’s welcome was picturesque and
vociferous. Troops kept back the
crowds gathered about the station,
and a salute of 21 guns was fired.
This afternoon the president held a
reception in the executive parlors of
the Capital building, after which he
stepped out on the balcony of the
Capital, and faced 20,000 people, who
had gathered there in anticipation of
his address. Luncheon was served.

At 2 o’clock the president made his
formal address form a platform erect-
ed at the head of the eampus.

He said in part: “Farmers must
learn the vital need of co-operation
with each other.

““Next to this is co-bperation with
the government, and the government
can best give its aid through asso-
ciations of farmers rather than with
the individual farmers, for there is
no greater agricultural problem than
that of delivering to the farmer the
large body of agricultural knowledge
which has been accumulated by the
‘national and state governments, and
by the agricultural colleges and
schools.

“It is needless to say that every
successful effort to organize the farm-
er gives a‘great stimulus to the edu-
cational work which is being done
to prepare young peoplé for an agri-
cultural lilfe. - T, is greatly to be
wished that fhe communities from
whence these students are drawn,
and to which they either refurn or
should return eétild they be co-opera-
tively organized; that is, that asso-
ciations of farmers could be organiz-
ed, primarily for business purposes
but also with social ends in view.

“This would mean that the return-
ed student from the institutions- of
learning would  find their environ-
ment prepared to profit to the utmost
by the improvements in methods
which they had learned.”

Turning
quickly around, he was just in fime
to ward off a second blow aimed at
him by the darkey, who had a club
in his hand, which he had evidently
pulled from his sleeve. Deitz struek
straight from the shoulder, and the
colored man fell out of the buggy be-
hind the horse, which started to run.
Deitz then jumped out of the rig,
and made for the house in quéstion,
across the fields. When Deitz went
driving he had nearly seventy dol-
lars in his possession, and the mo-
tive put down at the time was rob-
bery.

NO TRACE OF
BALLOONISTS

Believ‘ed to Have Perished in
the Channel. Log Book
Discovered.

London, June I—Despite the most
strenuous efforts . of the authorities
and others the fate of the two young
officers, Lieu. Caufield and Lieuten-
ant Leake who went up in a balloon
from - Aldershot camp on May 28th,
remains a mystery and the slender
thread o fhope grows less and less
as the hours pass and no news of the
missing men comes to hand. There
is every réason to believe that an-
other tragedy of the air and seda has
taken place.

The officers at Aldershot have prac-
tically given up hope. It is thought
that the balloonists, confdsed by the
heavy mist, mistook their bearing.
This theory is berne: out by the log
whiclf was recevered fromr the dere-
lict balloon and in which it is re-
corded that the two officers were try-
ing to descend Tuesday évening, the
same time the balloon was seen drift-
ing out to sea by the Weymouth coast
guards.

It is feared that the aeronauts were
either thrown out. when the basket
struck the- water, or that they were
drowned subsequently when the bal-
loon,after being driven bounding over
the waves, finally dropped into the
channel off Exmouth. b

It is interesting to note that the
log shows the balloon reached an al-
titude of 6,000 feet. Up to the hour
of the filing of this dispatch this
morning the authorities are without
definite informaon. Public interest in
the fate of the two men is very
keen.

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MANY SEEKERS
FOR FREE LAND

Yorkton Crowded in Prospect
of the Opening of New
District.

Yorkton, May 31.—With the com-
ing of the train to-night the town
was flooded with an additional con-
tingent of homeseekers attracted by
the opening of the Doukhobor lands,
and it resembles the Cherokee rush
hin.a. modified. form,. .. The. hotels and
boarding houses are making a special
effort to accommodate the crowds.
Many are standing in front of the
land office, and are determined fo
stand there all night so as to be the
first for the line up in the morning.
There are only 28 homesteads in
township 27 range 31 west of the
first, which will be opened for entry
in the morning. No other townships
will be opened during the day. 8till
there are at least sixty landseekers
crowded into the porch and on the
sidewalk in front of the land office,
and right against the door an old gray
hairéd lady stood waiting her chance
for a free farm, She took iup her
position in the porch during the af-
ternoon, but about 6.30 p.m., J. E.
Peaker, Dominion’ land agent, ad-
dressed the erowd in her behalf, and
they all good naturedly agreed to let
her go to her room, and fo give her
her place in the morning. Shé is
a widow from Kamsack, Mrs. Fer-
guson, aged sixty years. Several
white-haired men are in the crowd,
standing up all' night, but most of
crowd are husky young fellows.

All nationalities are to be found.
Three special members of royal
northwest mounted police have ar-
rived to preserve order and regulate
line up of the land applicants.

ADMIRABLE
KIND OF STRIKE

Tied Up French Shipping But
Without Impassioned Ap-
peals or Violence.

Paris,May 31—An- admirably organ-
ized .strike by all branches of the
shipworkers of France has paralyzed
life in the ports of the Republic. Un-
like an ordinary strike, this move-
ment is not attended with bitternesss
against the employers or revolution-
ary feelings. The manifestos are made
with the object of drawing the at-
tention of the country to the strikers’
cause. The naval reservists set forth
in a manifesto issued today in which
they asked the support of all elas-
ses, that it is impossible for the wid-
ows of seamen to support themselves
and raise children on the pensions
granted by the government. The men
are well behaved and as an instance
of the sentiments back of the strike
there is the fact that harbor wharves
have been provided by the strikers
for all ships in port. The govern-
ment is fully alive to the importance
of the movement and it has arrang-
ed to assure the continuation of the
maritime postal services, and the
transportation of perishable cargoes.
The cabinet will hold a special meet-
ing tomorrow, in an effort to find a
way to bring the strike to an end.

Many persons consider that the
seamen’s union acted in this matter
with precipitation and that all could
have been ararnged through consul-
tation with the authorities.

The leading steamships are much
embarrassed and have appealed to
the government to take rapid steps to
remove he cause of the state of af-
fairs by which they alone suffer al-
though they are in no way respon-
sible for the strike.

Bordeaux, France, May 31—A meet-
in gof the seamen held this even-
ing confirmed the decision fo strike
and from 17,000 to 20,000 men will go
out tomorrow.

Toulon, France, May 31—The trans-
ports Vinh Long and Nive left here
today for Marseilles, following in-
structions sent out by Minister of
Marine Thomson in order to assure
the transportation of passengers and
merchandise to Corsica and African
ports. The transports Mytho and
Shallrock  will follow tomorrow.
Twelve torpedo boat destroyers have
been designated to carry the mail.

Motorman Arrested.
Elyra, 0., May 31.—C. M. Forney,

motorman of-a Cleveland and South-
west traction car, was arrested in
Cleveland_to-day and brought here to
answer the charge of being respon-
sible for the death of seven persons
kiled in a traction accident here
early last evening, and for the injury
of eight more persons, several cf
whom will probably die. He pleaded
not guilty and was held in $6,000
bond.

A special grand jury is called for
to-day to investigate the case. Forney
was operating a car which ran at
high speed into the rear end of an-
other car gtanding still on a straight
track in . broad daylight.

MAKES A KICK

ager of the Alberta Railway & Irri-
gation Company, protesting against
the appointment of a conciliation
board as requested by the men in
connection with the labor trouble at
the Lethbridge mine. He says that
there are no grounds of dispute to
justify the appointment of the board,
and he thinks the department acted
hastily. He also protests against
Sherman being on the board and asks
for reconsideration. In reply, Mr.
Lemieux says that the statements of
the men clearly show that there were
grounds. The men claim that if they
do not get & bo:d, a sirike will be
declared and that the board is to
consider’ wages, hours, etc., under the
act.

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THE SAME REPORT AGAIN.

Seeding Operations Are Practically
Completed .All Over.

Winnipeg, May 30.—The report
made to the general superintendent of
the Canadian Pacific railway, with re-
ference to the progress made in seed-
ing in the territory tributary to the
lines of the company, was received
this morning, and indicates that all
the wheat has been sown, that the
work of sowing the coarse grains has
been virtually completed and that the
weather conditions under which the
seeding has been completed could
hardly have been better. Following
the sowing there has occurred
throughout all portions of the prov-
ince a most_welcome rain. The rain
was in all respects an ideal one, con-
tinuing for many hours and at 1o
time being so heavy as to threaten the
slightest damage. The general feeling
through the country with reference to
the wheat crop continues very satis-
factory. Good growth was reported
from several parts of the province.

Harriman’s Clemency.

New York, May 29.—Frank W. Hill,
formerly secretary of E. H. Harri-
man, who some time ago sold to a
newspaper the now famous Sidney
Webster letter to-day pleaded guilty
to wviolation of -that section of  the
penal. code which prohibits the mak-
ing public of private documents by
confidential employees. On the rec-
ommendation of Assistant-Attorney
Krotel and at the request of Mr. Har-
riman, sentence was suspended.

Switchmen Elect President.

Detroit, Mich., May 29. — The
bhiennial convention o the Switch-
mens Union of North Ameriea,
which has been in session here for
the past ten days, today re-elected
Frank T. Hawley, if Buffalo, presi-
dent; S. E. Heberling, of Denver;
James B. Conners, of Chicago, and
D. Pardebarger, of Pittsburg, were re-
elected respectively first, second ana
third vice-presidents. The election
will be completed Friday, the con-
vention having adjourned over tomor-
row on account of Memorial Day.

MINERS MAKE
$26.00 PER WEEK

On An Average. Some Make
As High As $36 per
Week.

Lethbridge, May 29.—The coal com-
mission heard the evidence of five
representatives of the miners and two
operators to-day. The miners dis-
played a keen desire for an eight
hour law and a compensation act
similar to those in existence in Brit-
ish Columbia and Gredf Britain, their
argument being based on the lines
indicated in the Bulletin to-day.

Miners Make $26 Per Week.

Two operators, Charlton Dixon,
manager of the Canada West Coal &
Coke Co., Taber, and for se\jeral
years inspector of mines in British
Columbia, and W. A. Aubin, manag-
er of the Reliance mine at Reliance,
Alta., were on the stand most of the
afternoon. Mr. Dixon employs 250
men, and his mine produces 250 tons
of coal per day. He showed to the
commission a list of the wages paid
92 of his men for the time from May
1st to 15th. Several men received as
high as $72 for that period, and the
average wage was $52 for the - two
weeks, or $26 a week. Mr. Dixon,
who has had a wide experience in
mining in the States as well as Can-
ada, declared this was the highest
average wage he had ever known of
in a coal mine. _In both the Taber
mines an eight hour day is in vogue,
but this does not include .the time
from leaving the surface to the point
of work. Mr. Dixon was opposed to
any law that did not cover his com-
petitors, and he mentioned that to-
day he was working under shorter
hours and paying his men wages on
run of mine scale, while his greatest
competitior, the ~Lethbridge  mine,
only paid for screened coal a.nd.work-
ed ten hours a day. He said it was
unfair to put in operation a compen-
sation aet, when it was impossible to
secure experienced British or other
miners. With the present scarcity-of
skilled labor, he had to employ what-
ever kind of men he could secure,
and as a consequence 80 per cent. of
his employees were ‘unskilled for-
eigners.

Mr_ Dixon represents the type of
employer wii thiug. that an eight
hour law is the thin edge of the
wedge, and that when.it is secured
the men will start hot foot for-a.sev-
en hour day, and so on down the
scale.

Aubin Not a Union Enthusiast.

Mr. Aubin is not brimming over
with regard for unions, and he in-
stanced a case, where his men, after
expressing to the organizers the.ly ut-
most satisfaction with conditions,
wages and hours of labor in the Re-
liance mine, were called out by the
officials of the district union, simply
because he would not sign an agree-
ment.

It will be remembered Sir William
Mulock mentioned in an interview the
necessity of miners storing coal, in
order to prevent a shortage, but both
of the Taber operators claimed such
a plan was impossible, as there-was
so much moisture in the coal, that
once it was exposed for any time,
its value as a fuel was practically
nil.

To Incorporate Unions.

Mr. Dixon and Mr. Aubin held out
strongly for a law compelling all un-
jons to become incorporated, so that
they would be on the same footing
as the employers.- They claim that
the signature of a union to an agree-
ment is practically worthless. Itcan
be broken at any time, and there js
no legal remedy. Mr, Dixon said
the union appeared as a substance,
but proved in the end to be a mere
shadow.

Mr. Dixon disputed the claim that
the health of miners was impaired
by their work underground, and
claimed that the general health of
miners was as good as any ‘class of
people. :

Dixon blamed a shortage of cars
for the fact that his mine was idle
for fourteen days in February, and
twelve days in March. That was the
only point brought out so” far in the
evidence in regard to car shortage.

Commission Capable.

The commission is proving to be

very capable one, and is delving
into mining problems with a famil-
iarity and thoroughness that is prov-
ing that Hon. Mr. Cushing’s selec-
tions could not have been imptroved
upon. Mr. Stockette, though now an
operator, was at one time a mine
worker, and he is thoroughly at home
in plying questions about all
branches of the business, Mr. Hay-
son is a well-informed miner, fair and
impartial, and he seems to be anxious
to gather all information that will
tend to furnish a foundation for some
good laws. satisfactory alike to oper-
ator and men.
