The increase in our coastal traffic
and Bay service is an indication
expansion, and it tells us the tale of
prosperity throughout the country
generally. This is something for
which we all should feel grateful, and
which it is to be hoped will continue.

But speaking of the coastal service
reminds us that during the greater
portion of the year there is usually
mere freight offering than can be ac-
cepted, and the recu!t is that much
inconvenience, and no little loss, are
sustained. This means that the in-
crease in traffic has outgrown the ton-
nage in commission, and, therefore,
under present conditions, the con-
gestion cannot be avoided. But there
must be some remedy adopted if the
interests of trade are to. be protected,
and its rights considered, nor should
tine be lost, for the demand for iu-
creased tonnage is annually growing.

The present coastal service as con-
ducted by the Messrs. Bowring Broth-
ers has, without doubt, been the best
that we have yet had, although the
Ilarvey service was very good, and the
palmy days of Capt. Delaney will be
lcng spoken of. To those of us who
have watched the development of our
Coastal service since the days of the
S. 8. Ariel the growth has-been mar-
vellous, and it seems a wonder that
ships of such capacity as the Portia
and Prospero are too small to carry
all the freight offering. But New-
foundland is commercially widening,
znd now she has come to a stage in
her commercial life when greater facili-
ties must be provided and another ad-
vance step taken,

In what direction, then, can  this
step be made, and when should it be
taken? The questicn is plain and the
time is opportune. The step should be
that of a weekly service, and the time,
the beginning of the next contract. It
may be that a smaller steamer with
one of the present size would meet the
demands of the trade on each route.
west and north; but there is not any
doubt as to the necessity of increased
tonnage for our coastal service.

When the Bay boats were put on
some seventeen years ago a good
many of our people thought that there
was not sufficient traffic to guarantee
their running; but the record which
these boats have'm laand the condi-
tidons of trade which they have de-
veloped during their service, afford
such evidence as proves the wisdom
of the step. The project was an un-
dreamt of one twenty years ago; but
who of us to-day would abolish this
service? Not anyone who has vision
enough to see the tuture of Newfound-
land.

During the service of the Reid boats
a new order of
things has sprung up, and there is
a greater independence among the
people than ever before, and much of
it is due to the advantages which are
aiforded by such regular communica-
tions as the Bay boats afford. Of
course one ihing helped another, and
so, the increased traffic on our bays
developed the need of better postal
and telegraph communication; and
then came ‘the establishment of
branches of our banks. All these con-
veniences will yel be extended, and as
they are the coastal service will also
expand. 5

Among other advantages which &
weekly coastal service should include,
there should certainly be the import-
ant one of ‘allowing the steamers suf-
ficient time in each. port, to land and
take on board all the freight offering.
Under the present conditions there is
apt to be a little too much haste in
this direction, but with a weekly sys-
tem there should be a proper time
scheduled for it. First and foremost
the interests of the trade should be
considered, and the comfort of the
passengers provided for; and when it
is considered how ofien people have to
wait in the open, and sometimes in
boats, in some of the remote places, it
is of importance that in the new order
which is to come, all these conditions
be borne in mind.

We are apt to forget that after all

-these Coastal and Bay services are for

the public, and that their interests
have first claim. It is for the public
good that these notes are written; and
having t{avelled undér all the varied
conditions which have existed for the
last half century, we claim to Have a
fair knowledge of what is really re-
quired.

To close this article without making
reference to the Fogo service would
be an omission, for it now comprises
one of the most important branches of
our regular coastal service. The best
proof of the need for, and the success
of, this service is to be seen at the
premises of the Newfoundland Pro-
duce Company either on the arrival or
the departure of the S. S. Fogota. Un-
der ordinary conditions of weather
and traffic this good ship leaves St.
John’s on Tuesday at 10 am. and is
back in port again on Saturday even-
ing, and earlier. What such a ser-
vice means to the district of Fogo is

only known to those who are directly
interested, and to those who have tra-
velled around that large island.
