Child Welfare Work. U
On Monday the W.P.A. Child Wel­

fare workers begin their campaign for 
Ifands to enable them to carry on theif 
I good work. It is intended to canvass 
•the entire town in a house-to-hoùse 
[collection. in order that every one shall 

Ihave a chance to contribute. It is hop- 
led that this appeal will meet with a 
(generous response, because money is 
Ibadly needed. For the benefit of those 
|vho do not know what the W.P.A. has 
Ibeer. doing in this particular field, of 
labor it may be as weii to mention 
Twhat its activities have been. It con- 
jtributes largely to thé expense of ruti- 
Iting the Community Nursing Service, 
paying almost half the salaries of the 
[four nurses employed. No praise G&nf 

too great for the splendid 
Idone by tae^e nurses and the g'ood re­
sults they have accomplished. They 
Liait all newly born babies and in­
struct the mothers, watching over the 
little ones to give them a good start in 
life. Through their efforts the infantile 
keath-rate has been materially reduc­
ed during the last few years.

The W.P.A. has equipped and set 
going three Milk Stations in widely 
[separated parts of the city. This en­
sures a supply of pure clean milk to 
pothers of young children, and renders 
Invaluable assistance in keeping the 
fcabies well. Child Welfare work em­
braces a variety of other minor activi­
ties. which all need money to keep 
them going, but the chief object of the 
present collection is to obtain funds 
for supporting a number of cots in 
Dr. Fraser’s Hospital, King's Bridge 
Road, where sick babies who cannot 
be properly cared for at home, may be j 
bent, to avail of the facilities for | 
treatment thus afforded. In many j 
rases this will mean life or death to 
them. Ten dollars a week,—five hun- j 
prêt! and twenty dollars per year, are 
eeded for each baby sent by the W. 
’.A., so that the amount of good which 

this organization can accomplish in 
Ibis connection will be determined by 
Ihe money collected during the coming 
keek. Large subscriptions are wanted, 
if course,—the larger the better,—but 
Ihe smaller contributions will be most 
gratefully received, as well. Do not 
let’this appeal go unheeded! Every­
one can give something, and every Ut­
ile helps. The Community Nursing Ser­

vice. tjie Milk Stations, The Infant 
Welfare Centres, and the hospital 
pentment for babies constitute so 
real a need, that it is the Commun­
e's solemn obligation to support it.

Mr. Harden Klark as 
Rev. Frederick Graves, took his part 
in his usual manner. Miss Maisie 
Cecil as Tess, was most realistic in 
her clever impersonation of the wild 
forest girl who is unrefined and un­
educated. The remaining members 
of the cast were very pleasing. This 
production will be repeated this 
afternoon and night. The bill for 
Monday night will be "A Contented 
Woman." Tuesday, “Nothing But 
Lies," and Wednesday, “The Divorce 
Question," which closes the engage­
ment.
