SPEECH FROM THE THRONE :

Hon. Gentlemen of the Senate, Gentlemen
of the House of Commons :

I have great satisfaction in having re-
course to your advice, and I rejoice to
$hink that on this, the first occasion on
which I have had the honor of address
ing you, we may congratulate ourselves
on the aspect of public affairs at home
and abroad, on the prevalence of peace-
ful counsels amongst nations, and on the
indications of agr t and quility,

& source of pride to find my name in
honourable association with the rising
fortunes of the Dominion of Canada,
and.I ghall count it a happiness as well
as & duty to co-operate to the utmost of
my. ability in furthering your efforts to
strengthen the ties that bind the differ-
ent Provinces together, and to ensure
the attachment of the people to the soil
by the enactment of wiseand equal laws.
Your efforts in these directions seem now
more than ever likely to be called into ac-
tion, inasmuch as the terms upon which
great accessions are offered to the Domi-
nion will ba submitted for your imme-
diate consideration.

In consequence of the Duke of Buck-
ingham and Chandos’ despatch of the 8th
August last year, stating that His Grace
proposed to enter into negotiations with
the Hudson's Bay Company, as to the
terms on which they would be willing
to surrender their rights and claims in the
North-west Territory, Lord Monck sent
home to England two members of the
Privy Council as a deputation to watch
the course of the proceedings and attend
to the Interests of Canada. The Confer-
ences in London and the correspondence
on the subject have been brought to a
definitive issue by the proposal which,
after a full review of the circumstances,
Earl Granville made, on behalf of Her
Majesty’s Government, for the consider-
ation of the people of Canada and of the
Hudson Bay Company.. I have received
the intelligence that the Hudson Bay
Compuny has, after some déliberations,
agreed upon accepting the terms laid
down by the Sccretary of State for the
colonies. 1t directed that the ‘re-
port of the Mission and all paper§ con-
nected therewith shall be duly laid be-
fore parliament; and I commend them
to your consideration in view of the great
importance of the subject, no less than
in the hope¢ that this long vexed ques-
tion may be closed without further
delay.

I was much gratified by communica-
tions from the Governor of Newfound-
land, expressing the desire for admission
into the Union which prevails amongst
the inbabitants of that colony, and espe-
cially by hLis despatch on the 20th March
last, containing copies of resolutious
which bave been passed by the Council
and Assembly, and which set forth the
conaitions they consider it desirable to
advance. Thesedocuments shall be fur-
nished at once for the information of Par-
liament ; and I hope that before the
close of the session I may bein a position
to submit the details of a provisional‘ar-

g for your consideration. It
will be a sensible pleasure to me as well
a8 a Bubject of general congratulation, if
at some early day the fine colony of
Newfoundland, unrivalled as the nursery
of hardy seamen and inexhaustible in its
wealth of fisheries, becomnes part of the
Dominion. .

In accordance with the suggestion of
Her Majesty’s Government an earnest
attempt has been made to allay the dis-
content unbappily existing in Nova Sco-
tia, ' The papers connected with this
subject have been submitted for your
favorable consideration.

In continuation of the course commen-
ced last session, bills will be presented to

ou for the assimilation of the criminal
aws existing in the several Provinces.
No greater boon can be conferred on a
country than a well-defined code of crim-
inal law, of general application and easy
astainment.

Awmong other measures, bills will be |
presented to you for the establishment of |
uniform and amended laws respecting
Parliamentary elections, bankruptey and |
insolvency and patents of invention and
discovery. .
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The estimates for the expenditure of
the coming year will be submitted to
you. They have been framed with every
economy compatible with the efficiency
of the public service. I have also desired
that the financial accounts of the past
year shall be laid before you. '
Hon. Gentlemen, of the Senate, and Gen- |

The Chaiters of several Banks are |
drawing to a close,and the important sub-
jects of banking and currency will be
brought under your notice.

In considering these questions, which
80 deeply affect not only the important
interests of commerce, but the daily
transactions of life, I feel assured that
you will endeavor to adopt such princi-
ples as in their application may ensure
the greatest amount of safety to the pub-
lic, without curtailing the facilities requi
site for the encouragement and extension
of trade.
