Imperial Court's Edict Received
by the Ministers.

Indemnity the Next Question To Be
Settied—Chinese Back-Down Re-
garded With Suspicion in
0ld London.

London, Feb. 25.—A dispatch from
Pekin, dated Feb. 23, says: The
court’'s edict was received today and
communicated to the ministers. It
fully complies with the punishinents
originally demanded, except in the
cases of Chao Shu Chiao and Ying
Nien, who are condemned to suicide.
The executions have been ordered for
Feb. 24.

A Shanghai dispatch, dated Satur-
day, says the latest edict.of the Chin-
ese court expresses the desire that
Chi Hsin and Hsu Cheng Su, now in
the hands of the powers, be handed
over for imediate executicen.

Native newspapers assert that Li
Hung Chang has telegraphed that the
negotiations are at a deadlock, and
that he has memorialized the throne,
admitting his inability to arrive at a
settlement, and offering himself for
punishment, in accordance with Chinese
custom. :

PUNISHMENTS.

A Pekin dispaich, dated Sunday,
says: The full text of the imperial
edict regarding punishments was sent
ministers of the
powers. It is identical with the un-
official report of the context of the
contents of the edict cabled to the
pbress. The ministers say that there
is little confusion with reference to
strangulation and suicide, but this is
not important. I1i Hung Chang re-
ceived a bulietin announcing the sen-
tence, which could be best carried
into effect by the board of punish-
ment, and he requested the Japanese
to deliver Ying Nien and Chao Shu
Chiao, in order that the sentences in
}heir cases might be executed today
in conformity with the edict, but the
Japanese considered the notice too
short, and have delayed the enforce-
ment of the penalties until Tuesday.

THE GERMAN EXPEDITION.

No official announcement has been
made of the abandonment of the pro-
po.\:ed expedition into the interior, but
it is not likely that any further pre-
barations will be made. The minis-
ters of the powers regard the punish-
ment edict satisfactory. Chih  Sui,
former grand secretary, and Hsu
Cheng Yu, son of the notorious Hsu
Tung, wiil be publicly executed in
Pekin. An edict has been promul-
gated suspending examinations At all
points which were the scene of out-
rages upon foreigners.

Gen. Yamaguchi, the Japanese com-
mander, and Gen. Chaffe have issued
orders permitting visitors properly
accredited to visit the Forbidden City
on certain days during certain hours.
Foreign generals and their friends
can visit the city at any time. The
foreign ministers consider themselves
slighted.

The principal topic (the court's
edict regarding the punishments) was
discussed at yesterday's meeting of
the ministers, and today's meeting
was short, owing to the ministers
awaiting the full text of the Chinese
court’s last edicts, which, though un-
officially reported as absolutely satis-
factory, require official confirmation.

SUSPICIOUS.

London, Feb. 23.—The foreign office,
though satisfied with what it is pleas-
ed to consider the immediate result
of Count Waldersee's action, regards
the Chinese back-down with some
suspicion. The officials here Dbelieve
it would be far .better for Von Wal-
dersee not to withdraw his orders for
the expedition, and to hold it over
the heads of the Chinese until their
professed submission materializes.
