In her recent address before the W. 
C. T. U. of London, Mrs. Hunt, of 
Boston, superintendent of scientific 
temperance in the 'World’s W. C. T. 
U., called attention to Prof. Atwater's 
claims for alcohol, and pointed out 
that they are being ansxvered by the 
laboratories of Europe as effectively 
as by those of America. The Outlook 
has recently been devoting much space 
to this interesting subject, and has 
advanced the theory that alcohol is 
both a food and a poison. This claim, 
according to Mrs. Hunt, is overwhelm­
ingly refuted by the scientific testi­
mony of txvo continents. Prof. Max 
Kassowitz, a noted specialist of Vi­
enna, has just published in a leading 
German medical paper (Deutsche 
Medicinische Wochenschrift, 1900, No. 
32) a careful review of all the recent 
investigation on the food value of 
alcohol. After a critical examination 
of all the claims that hax-e been made 
for it he gives this as his decision:

"Alcohol for the animal and human 
organism is not a food and at the 
same time a poison, but a poison only, 
which, like all other poisons, in large 
amounts, has a deadly. paralyzing, 
and disease-producing action, while in 
small doses it has only an Irritating 
effect.”

Mrs. Hunt referred to the action 
taken last week by the Educational 
Association at Toronto, which pro­
posed to change the topic of the study 
from physiology to hygiene, and stat­
ed that to do so would be to take 
away the scientific basis upon which 
the temperance reform rests; that the 
study of physiology and temperance
