LITTLE TIME
BEING WASTED

The Session at Oitawa Promises |
To Be a Brief One. ‘

Government Is Using Every Endeavor
to Hustle Through the Business
Before Them.

Ottawa, Feb. 19.—For the estimates,
the auditor-general’s report and many
of the departmental reports to be laid |
before the house on the second work-
ing day of the session is almost with-
out precédent, and foreshadows a short
session. At least six weeks was lost
during the regal visit, which would
otherwise have been devoted to pre-
parations for the meeting of parlia-
ment, but by extra exertions the gov-
ernment was enabled to make up for
this unavoidable delay, and the house
can new settle down to business at
once. The promptness and dispatch
shown by the government in the sub-
mission of an important part of the
yearly programme to the house again
exemplifies its right to be considered a
business administration. Word has
gone forth that the session is to be
curtailed as much as possible, recog-
nizing, of course, that due considera-
tion must be given to matters of im-
portance, and it is to be hoped the
opposition will co-operate in the laud-
able effort to_bring the parliamentary
sitting to an early close. The govern-
ment's intention was to have devoted
this afternoon and evening to the esgti-
meates, but the auditor-general’s report
was not distributed to the members
until today, and it is only fair that
some opportunity should be given for

upon to vote appropriations. Hence
when the opposition asked for a little
delay the finance minister readily
agreed, and accordingly today’s sitting
lasted scarcely more than half an hour.
The effort, however, will be made to
reach supply as rapidly as possible,
and no doubt substantial progress will
have been made with the estimates by
the time the budget Speech is delivered.
