played on his coffin.

Talking about coflins, the presence of
a human body, even though in a her-

metically sealed coffin is not exactly an |

attraction in any hotel,
a Glasgow hotel, and the proprietor re-
fuses to have it interred in the ordin-
ary way, at least for the present. It is
the body of the hotel owner's niece, a
yvoung woman who died several months
ago. Since then the body has been ly-
ing in the hotel.

When the matter first became known ‘,been

the sanitary authorities moved to have
the body taken away and buried. It
was thought the last had been heard
of the affair, but the hotel proprietor
has so far successfully resisted the
action of the sanitary officials, main-
taining that, as the body is in a her-
metically sealed coflin, its presence in
the hotel does not constitute a nuisance
under the public health act.
