The members of the choir sing for
‘the love of singing, and this attitude
1was evidenced in every one of the 60
choristers, who gave as much atten-

the conductor as if the whole success
{ 'of the evening depended upon him.

’ Artistic Feeling.
There were 60 good voices.
was technical skill, and there
"musical and artistic feeling. A con-
. ductor who waved a magic wand
blended the voices into perfect har-
mony and obtained just the volume
of sound he desired. Now it was
Just a whisper, delicate, ethereal,
again great, sonorous tone, with in
between the most subtle nuances of
shading. Intonation never varfed in
its perfection throughout the many
unaccompanied numbers. Attacks
and releases were so prompt that
they seemed just to have miraculous-
1y happened. Enuneciation gave every
word and syllable its full value and
meaning, and pronunciation made

this singing of English a joy.

A most conspicuous example of
treating the words of a song with all
due respect was “De Sandman” by
Daniel Protheroe, the audience de-
manding the repetition of this ex-
quisitely done number.

By interesting coincidence, in view
of the fact that Sir Henry Newbolt,
English poet, is a visitor and lecturer
in London today, the program in-
cluded one of his best-known poems,
“Drake’s Drum,” set to stirring music
by 8. Coleridge-Taylor and given a
most arresting presentation,

Edward Elgar was represented by
a clarion call to service and sacrifice,

“The Reveille,” in which music has
been ideally wedded to Bret Harte's
poem, the choir giving to it a heroic
interpretation.

In no number, perhaps, was
richness and variety of
evident than in “There Rolls the
Deep,” by Jean Louis Nicode, in
which the English version by Canon
Gosse was used. The basses gave
the effect of a great organ, and the
choristers succeeded in conveying the
impression of the depth, power and
majesty of mighty waters.

“Rolling Down to Rio,” and “Swing
Along” were irrestible in their
rhythm. Fascinating bits of drol-
lery were “Dance of the Gnomes,”
Kdward MacDowell, and a “Shadow
March,” sung as a final encore.

J. H. Maunder's arrangement of
Sir Walter Scott's border ballad,
“March, March,” made an impressive
opening for the program. while Rud-
Vard Kipling’s “Anchor Song,” set to
music by Percy Grainger, for the
‘Winnipeg Male Voice Choir formed a
striking finale, R. T. Halliley, one of
the choristers, filled most Ssuccess-
fully the role of soloist. Sydney Os-
borne presided admirably at the
plano in accompaniment numbers.

And then there was Salvi, Salvi
who makes of the harp a myriad of
mnstruments, a great organ, a grand
viano, a lyre swept by the wind, the
tinkle of fairy chimes, Salvi has
played in London before, and many
who heard him on the previous oc-
casion bowed once more before the
supremacy of his virtuosity and art.

He reintroduced himself with a
brilliant “Impromptu de Concert” by
Schuecker, following this with
“Premier Arabesque” (Debussy), a
bit of exquisite and intricate em-
broidery, and then “The Fountain,”
made familiar by pianists who are
fond of Debussy. “The Fountain” of
Salvi ‘bubbled and danced and
sparkled in a manner that cculd
never be possible when chained to
blano keys.

Evoked Wonder.

The “Norwegian Ballade” by
Poenitz evoked wonder for its techni-
cal dexterity, stirring the imagination
with its distinctively Scandinavian
character.

A Chopin “Fantasy Impromptu”
was the concession to encores that
would not be denled. A third offer-
ing included a “Faerje” Prelude et
Danse (Tournier), just what the
name suggested, and then a laughing

At the Movies Last Night

“The Dangerous Age”

The widely-advertised thrills of
“The Dangerous Age” at Allen's fail
to materialize,

The plot is hackneyed enough to
be threadbare, and any audience at
all familiar with the movies, may be
guaranteed to see through it at the
first glance.

One may feel a certain amount of
sympathy for the man who, to use
the well-known and well-worn phrase,
“feels romance slipping out of his
life,” but it is a considerable tax on
one’s patience to bear with him
through eight or nine reels, while he
makes an jdiot of himself over an
immature girl with no possibilities
to be discerned whatever.

Lewis S. Stone, who did such ex-
cellent work as the Englishman in
“The Prisoner of Zenda,” is cast as
John Emerson, the errant husband.

He really makes the most of what
scant opportunity “The Dangerous
Age” gives him, but one imagines
that he is continually struggling with
the sense of appearing ridiculous.

The rest of the cast are mediocro.
Edith Roberts is an inane girl of no
particular appeal. Myrtle Stedman
has been known as one of the favor-
ites of the screen, but her appearance
is so brief and incomsequential that
it avails little.

There are incongruities in the plot
which make themselves most appar-
ent. The story is based on the fact
that Mary Emerson is too domestic.
She does her own housecleaning, ar-
rayed in cap and overall, vigorously
pushing an electric sweeper, and
mends her husband’s “winter” under-
wear for his “spring” trip to New
York. :

Yet when John arrives in the east,
he llves for weeks in a luxurious
hotel, keeps a Japanese valet and a
racing car, plays the races and dines
and wines at a pace fascinating but
costly.

“In the Name of the Law”

“In txe Name of the Law,” the
feature at the Grand commences pre-
cisely as did the recent offering at
Allen’s which starred Wesley Barry,
in the comfortable, unpretentious
home of a pollceman. Fortunately,
however, it works out to a much finer
and decidedly more interesting con-
clusion.

The picture is an Emory John-
ston production, a faithful and con-
vincing interpretation of a touching
story with a marked quality of
“human interest.”

Audiences have demanded so much
an exposition of the idle rich, so that
the filming of a story of folks of the
middle class, whose ambition is to
own their own home, has become
with the directors almost a lost art.

Emory Johuston, however, has so
produced story of the policemen
and his family that it holds the in-

terest to the end, which is a tribute
one can truthfully say to but few pic-
tures.

FAVOR PASTEURIZATION
OF MILK IN ALL CITIES

National Dairy Council of Can-
ada Makes Pronouncement
of Vital Importance.

Canadian press Despatch.

Ottawa, Feb. 23.—A pronouncement
in favor of the compulsory pasteur-
ization of milk for human consump-
tion In all cities in Canada, indorsed
by all the delegates, was the feature
of the session of the National Dairy
Council of Canada annual meeting
here this morning.

Among the resolutions carried was
one in which the national council re-
iterated its condemnation of the im-
portation, manufacture and sale of
oleomargarine in Canada as being
unecessary and contrary to the best
interests of Canada, and requested
the Dominion Government to pro-
hibit it in future. Other resolutions
afked that the sales tax should be
removed from ice cream, and that
in order to -improve the quality of
Canadian cheese, by giving it an op-
portunity for ripening, it should be
made illegal to remove cheese from
the factory, where it has been made,
until at least fourteen days afier
its manufacture. Another resolution
demandeqd that the executive take up
the question of obtaining cheese
milk, shipped from one station to
another, baggage rates, or the same
rates ag charged on milk shipped to
cities for human consumption.

AT MERCY OF BRIGANDS

Rev. F. A. Steven Describes
Country As Bankrupt and
Oppressed.

HAS VAST RESOURCES

Declares Appointments of New
High Officials Favorable To
Christianity Hopeful Signs.

A country of vast natural re-
sources, of enormous potential
strength and energy, bankrupt and
oppressed, a people industrious and
thrifty, small farmers and agricul-
turists, at the mercy of numerous
bands of preying brigands and ma-
rauding companies of disbanded sol-
diery. Such is the China of today
and such the condition of her beople,
according to the Rev. Fred Arthur
Steven of the Chinese Inland Mission,
Princess avenue, who together with
Dr. Howard Taylor is making a tour
of the Eastern American and Cana-
dian cities on behalf of the China
[nland Mission.

For many years Mr. Steven was in
China doing the arduous work of a
missionary, and when he speaks of
the great eastern land it is with the
comprehensive knowledge that it is
the result of actual experience,

Since the conquest of the northern
General Chang by General Wu, as-
sisted by ¥ung and his Christian
army, outside the gates of Pekin, last
spring, China has been controlled by
those whom we think are true pa-
triots willing to sacrifice private in-
terests for the sake of their country.

Select Christian Governor.,

Only a few weeks ago Dr. C. T.
Wang, an outstanding Christian man,
trained in the States and for
years the hecad of the Y. M. C.A. In
China and a representative at many
foreign courts, has been appointed
governor of the province of Shan-
tung, which has been returned by
the Japs to China. Dr. Wang accept-
ed this position on one special con-
dition, that he should be given a
suflicient number of troops from the
army of General Fung to fill the gar-
rison positions and to carry on the
police duties in place of the Japs
Who had been withdrawn.

The result is that these men who
are much more than nominal Chris-
tians, and who are well disciplined in
a military way, have become so help-
ful to the people that they are win-
ning golden opinions on all sides
from those who have been for so
long misgoverned.

The second highest. general in
China and the governor of the most
densely populated pravince in the
country are men of outstanding
Christian character, whilst  some
others, such as the president, Li
Yuan Hang, and General Wupei Ty
are strongly favorable to Christian-
ty.
