And all because it was 
the solemn occasion of the unveiling 
of the first war memorial stone to 
be erected in the playground of a 
city school.
t The stone which stands today in 
the school yard a witness to that 
event is a large unrounded boulder, 
lifted on a base of irregular stones. 
On it a tablet of bronze glistens in 
the sun. And on the tablet are in­
scribed the 28 names of former pu­
pils who paid the supreme sacrifice 

. in the. war. An Inscription above the 
names reads: "He lives tn fame that 

dies in virtue's cause."
The members of the Lorne Avenue

children of the school are proud of 
the fact that their energetic efforts, 
more than three years ago, put the 
Lorne Avenue School in the honored 
position of being the first school to 
erect a monument to its fallen pupils.
