GARZA, THE MEXICAN, INTER-
VIEWED. .

Not a Border Ruffian—Discqgtént 'With Diaz
~The Tyrant Must be Removed.

MoNTEREY, Jan. 3.—An interview wasre-
cently secured with Catarino G‘rz&, leader
of the revolution on the Mexican border.
The meeting between the correspondentand
the revolutionift took place “about ‘a’ day’s
horseback ride from his home, a few miles
northwest of Los Cueras, in Starr - county,
six or eight miles' from the Rio-Grande
river.~ Garza looks more like an American
than a Mexican, but his compleﬂon is very
dark and his hair and moustache are black.
He speaks very good English, having at-
tended school at Brownsville, Tex. ‘1 have
been a newspaper man nearly all my life,”
Captain ' Garza said. ‘I know the place
newspapers hold dn public affairs, and in
seeing you I simply gratify the desire to
have myself placed right before the people
of the United States. The impression pre-
vails that I and my followers are. simply an
organized band of . border ruffians, seeking
only to gratify personal ends. , As nothing
can be further from truth, I rely on you to
do me justice, and for this I came here. t:
see and talk to you. : s
- *“Let me speak briefly of the condition of
affairs in the Mexican states along the Rio
Grande and the southern line of the United
States. In Nuevo Leon, Tamaaulipas, Coa-
huila and Chihuahua' particularly there has
been growing discontent at . the misrule of
Mexico. President Diaz is Mexico:  He is
the government sole and entire. - The slight-
est opposition to his will on the part of any
minister or other official is followed by in-
stant dismissal and disgrace. He  does not
seem to care for the goed of the people.or
for the country so long as he may gratify his
own interests or vanity. During the time
he has occupied the shair of president he
has .grown immensely wealthy. He owns
thousands of acres of land, millions of dol-
lars laid by, not.only in. Mexico, but in the
vaults of Kurope, and there is bardly a big
corporation or monopoly in Mexico that he
does not own stock in. In fact the price of
a monopoly in Mexico is a block of stock in
the enterprize, made out either in Diaz’
name or that of a trusted lieutenant.
*“There is a system of [religious persecu-
tion in Mexico which has gained: him the
cordial hatred of every good churchmsn
and priest. . The revolution which nowisin
progress is of greater moment than it is
given credit for. Am I the lealer of the
movement? Well, all I can 'say is that I
am in perfect sympathy with those whu do |
head the movement, whoever they may be,
We are strong in followers: and money, and

say what is my following, how many men
I have or where they are stationed. This
The Mexican Govern-
ment knows our following is strong, and
the braggadocio utterances of the Mexican
generals is only ‘intended to keep up the
flagging courage of the half-starved sol-
iery, and when the crisis comes, as it. will
before long, Diaz will find althis forces are
short by a few companies, while we, in
turn, will be richer by as many men:”
‘¢ Captain Garza, it is cluimed that the
clerical party is hehind your movement, and
that your funds come from the Church. Is
that true?”
““For the present this is a Catarino Garza
movement, or revolution, as you please,”
said the pleasant looking bandit’ with a
smile. ‘For the present I cansay no more,
but when the time does come that I can
give you fuller details I will be glad to do
80. - For the present this is only a popular
movement, with no further ends than I have
%en you, at least not for pablication.
is, however, I would like yon to say :
I have lived too long in . the United States,
and have too Wholesome a fear and regard
for the %ovemmenz' at Washington City, to
do anything which might bear the sem-
blance of treason. The movement which is
characterized as phe Garza revolntion is
aimed at the head.of Diaz, and, unless my
knowledge of Mexico and Mexicans is faulty,
it.will eventually resalt in the downfall of
the tyrant who is-the head of government
now. . My plan of campaign ? It issuccess.
Just the means I propose to accomplish the
desired result I cannot describe to youw. - In
the first- place, I don’t know myself, and if
I did I would be a poor general to make
them known entire, 'We mean to sucéeed.
That much you may say for me. Adios.”

- West to the Promised -Land, « the fever,
‘which spread as rapidly as the gold craze,
broke out in Roxbury, Mass., through a
chance visit made by a certain doctor to
Mr. George P. Burnham. Mr. Burnham
had been breeding poultry for his own
amusement for years before that, but. only
from the common stock of the country—
what. used to :be ecalled barn-door fowls.
The doctor, however, by crossing with im-
ported stock, succeeded in producing many
new breeds, among . others the mow eele-
brated Plymouth f&ocks. To make a long
story shorb, the result of this visit re-
ferred to was the ‘‘First Exhibition of
Fancy Poultry of the United Stutes,” which
was held in %osbﬁn in November, 1849.
Crowds from all parts of the country visited:
the show, for the epidémic has spread: far
and wide. = Among the visitors was Daniel
‘Webster, who was recognized in the crowd
and called upon for a speech, baut who ruled
that the cocgg and hens, the geese and the
ducks had the floor, and he could not be
heard. / :
The show was a great success, financially,
ridiculous prices being asked and paid for
all sorts -of nowudescripts, and® the fever
grew more virulent than ever. Mr, Burn-
ham next imported 8onie Cochin-Chinas,
direct from England, and their arrival in
Now York created almost as great a furore
as Jenny Lind’s, - The press of the. day
| went into ecstasies over the ungainly look-
ing creatures, and Mr. Burnham's house
was 'daily besieged by men, women and
children, most of whom went away disap-
inted, when they discovered that the
irds were not, at least, six feet high. :
By 1855, farmers bad .discovered: that
there were 'not millions in it, and the
chicken craze collapsed, Mr. Burnham
being probably the only man who benefitted
by it. The results of the ‘“hen fever,” how-
ever lingered in the system of the American
people, and after a time worked good out: of
evil. One indirect result is now to be 'seen
at the néw market building on Cormorant
street—the fourth annual exhibition of the
B. C. Poultry, Dog and Pet Stock Associa-
tion, which opened yesterday morning and
is, to-day, in full running order.
It seems natural to combine the show of
poultry and the show of dogs, and the
combination is decidedly attractive. There
are over 400 fowls holding possession of
three large rooms on the Cormorant street
side of the gallery, and making the air
musical = with  their = ceaseless chatter
and cackle. Besides these, pigeons, a few can-
aries, Guinea pigs and Guinea hens, rabbits,
and marmosets come in for their share of
attention in the department sacred to pets.
Of dogs, there are between. 150 and 200,
both great and small, but' all aristocratic,
blue-blooded animals. The cur of low
degree is conspicuously somewhere else.
The show, taking everything into considera-
tion, gives evidence of  hard work on the
part ‘of the Bociety, and well merits publie
patronage. i
The poultry exhibit proves, to those who
can remeémber the chicken yards of a
uarter of a century ago, what wonders the
‘flauciers have accomplished through patient:
everance. The fowls of the old days
were neither beautifnl nor profitable. Those

profitable and picturesque.
the representative birds in the exhibition
now running, it is’ almost impossible to
believe that the buff Cochin-Chinas, the
Gamés, the Hamburgs, the Wyandottes, the
Dorkings, the Houdans, and the - hundved
and one other varieties come from a common
stock —although the naturalists do say
s0.

A MAN AND A DOG.

Before the Chief Justice
' Yesterday.

The Court room’ in" the Supreme Court
building was crowded yesterday with an
audience engaged in listening to the case
of Nevill v. Lang, - The plaintiff was sueing
defendant, who is a ship carpenter, for
$1,000 damages for injuries inflicted on him
in the Jatter part of September last by a
dog, which it was claimed, was owned or
harbored by Lang. = In the words of the
brief ‘‘the defendant kept a dog of a fierce
and malicious nature, and one accustomed
to attack mankind.”  Mr. J, P. Walls ap-
peared for the plaintiff, while Mr. Gregory,
of the firm of Belyea & (fregory, defended.
The evidence of Nevill went to show that
on the 2Ist of September last, he was walk-
ingon Erie street, James Bay, and, when
passing the residence of defendant, he was
set on. by 'a vicious dog, which
clung to ° his shoulder A for half a
minute, tore ' his  coat sleeve, and
inflicted a severe wound on his arm. -He
at once went home and then - visited Dr.
Ernest Hall, who cauterized the wound and
sent in his bill for personal services, which
the plaintiff duly attached to the claim for
amages. He stated in the box that his
nervous system had received a severe sh

k.
by reason of the occurrence, and that he»gcas

“‘since gone in constant fear of -dogs, muc
to his own inconvenience.” '
Dr. Hall gave medical testimony, which
left no doubts in the minds of everybody
Ereeent that the wound on plaintiff’s arm
ad been caused by a. bite of some animal.
There were two other witnesses for the
plaintiff—Andrew Lang, his nephew, who
deposed to the vicious character of the dog,
and William McLaren, who stated that he
bad seen the dog had bitten plaintiff on the
occasion in question.
For the defence it was urged by Mr.
Lang that the dog spoken of did not belong-
to him, that, though it was often around
his bouse, he had never harbored it or given
it food, that it was a dog of a roving. dispo-
sitionextremely fond of children, and that,
in his knowledge; it had never bitten any
person before. - On’ cross-examination. by
Mr, Walls it was brought out that Lang had
had a dog kennel, though owning. no dog,
in his yard for four years, and that the dog
may bave sought his yard to eat the chicken
feed scattered about. It wes also ascer-
tained that, yesterday morning, the dog
bad fojlowed defendant and his son into the
city, the canine, howeyer, being brought in
with a ropé around his' neck. The counsel
for the plaintiff got tungled up considerably
with the perplexing idea that the doghad the
rope round the boy’s neck, but the matter
was finally straightened out and explained.
Sergeant - Walker gave evidence to .the
effect that plaintiff had made a voluntary
stajement to him that he didn’t want to be
hard on the defendant, because before the
dog’ attacked hin he Had aceidentally trod-
den on it. ,
When the-evidence had been completed;
counsel for both™ sides summed up, some
rather amusing mistakes being ‘made. For
