British Fleet Sails From St. John’s for

Southampton, Judy 20.—Sir Thomas
Lipton was interviewed to-day by an As­
sociated Press correspondent on board 
the yacht Erin regarding the damage, 
if any, sustained by the Shamrock in 
grounding off South Rea at the conclus­
ion of yesterday’s trial races, with the 
Britannia. Sir Thomas said:

“We were convinced that yesterday’s 
grounding of the Shamrock was perfect­
ly harmless. We are not even going to 
have the yacht examined. The Sham­
rock will sail for Clyde this afternoon,” 
Sir Thomas continued, “and will forth­
with be rigged for her trans-Atlantic 
voyage, upon which she will sail as soon 
as possible, I hope by the end of this 
month. After the trial races this week 
both Mr. Fife and myself were convinc­
ed that the Shamrock is a magnificent 
vessel, and the fastest ever seen on this 
side. The way in which she ran away 
from the Britannia proves not only that 
she is the better boat, but an exception­
ally fine racer. You must remember that 
she was not seen at her best the other 
day. Tuesday she did not carry as 
much canvass as the Britannia, while 
yesterday she had a smaller mainsail 
than it is intended she shall carry. We 
can set a much larger mainsail in the 
coming contest, if it should be deemed 
advisable. W€ are satisfied that if yes­
terday’s race had been completed, the 
challenger would have won by half an 
hour. The Shamrock has realized Mr. 
Fife’s fullest expectations, and I, my­
self, am more than satisfied, 
day’s run before the wind there was a 
very poor wind to properly test her out, 
but even then she out-distanced the Brit 
annia.

With regard to the criti­
cism that she did not sail as well as 
might have been expected before the 
wind, it must be remembered that she 
only carried her small topsail. Nobody 
will be more pleased than myself to see 
the Shamrock win as well as she did 
on both days, and the Prince of Wales 
will also be well pleased. He undoubt­
edly was delighted to have the Sham­
rock prove such a flyer, as we want to 
capture the America cup if we can. 
Without the slightest doubt,- the Sham­
rock is magnificent bearing to wind­
ward."

Mr. William Fife, Jr., naval architect, 
and designer of the Shamrock, challeng­
er for the America cup, in a letter to his 
father expresses great satisfaction with 
the result of the Shamrock’s trials in 
the races on Tuesday and Wednesday 
last. Mr. Fife says that the yacht'was 
steered as easily as a rowboat and is 
undoubtedly very speedy, but adds that 
whether she is speedy enough to win 
the cup is another matter.

It is reported that the New York 
Yacht Club has consented to the Sham­
rock being towed by the Erin in the 
event of being becalmed in crossing the 
Atlantic. Two strong hawsers are be­
ing made for use in this eventuality. The 
Shamrock is a mere shell, and quite 
empty below her deck.

It appears that the Prince of Wales 
experienced much trouble in boarding 
the Britannia yesterday morning.

Dr. Fletcher opened his lecture tour under 
the auspices of the department of agricul­
ture last evening, speaking to about seventy 
five representative members of the Victoria 
District Farmers’ Institute at the Saanich 
Agricultural hall.

The meeting was called to order by the 
president, George Deans, and Mr. J. R. 
Anderson gave a short address on institute 
work, after which he introduced Dr. Fletch­
er, the Dominion entomologist and botanist. 
Dr. Fletcher in the course, of his address 
told what the institutes were doing for the 
farmers in Eastern Canada, 
topic of his address was on “Weeds,” a 
subject which is forcing itself on the farm­
ers more and more each year. He explained 
the importance of knowing the names and 
nature of weeds. All weeds he classified 
as enemies to the farmer, but some much 
greater than others.

He explained bom “summer fallowing” 
not only killed the weeds but also retained 
the moisture in the land, thus insuring a 
good crop the following year. He classi­
fied weeds under three heads, namely, one 
year, two year and many year weeds, and 
explained the different methods necessary 
to exterminate them. He told how com­
petition was geeting keener and the time 
had come when the farmer must be prop­
erly posted in all things connected with 
his business in order to be successful.
