This would not apply to the
smaller producers, as it was generally
conceded that they would be obliged to
avail themselves of any market they can
get, but the big mines are going to re-
sent the manner. in which they are being
treated by the local smelters. They hold
that at a time when the international
price for lead is at its lowest point, when
the price of lead in Montreal is $1.50
per hundred Jess than that of New
York, it was to be expected that the
‘Canadian smelters would strain a point
in order to pay them a price which
would at least have left them a bare
profit, but as.a matter of fact the local
smelters have so arranged the terms of
settlement upon ore shipments, that in
addition to the charges for smelting, the
mine-owners have figured out that the
smelters impose a further charge of be-
tween $7 and $8 per ton upon every ton
of lead contained in their ores, which
the smelter assimilates under the head
of freight to London. The result is, Mr.
Perry says, that the lead mine-0wners
are not exactly enraptured with the local
smelting trust, and least of all do they
wish to place themselves in a position
by reason of ‘which they would be oblig-
ed to ship to Nelson or Trail whether
they wished to or not. Mr, Perry says
he looks for a most emphatic protest
from the lead producers of the Slocan
against anything in the way of increased
import duties on lead which would an-
tagonize the American smelters by cur-
tailing their market for the sale of pig
lead refined in bond. Of course at the
present time, Mr. Perry said, this fea-
ture of the case was not of first import-
ance for the reasonm that the American
smelters are not buying Slocan ores; but
the mine-owners of the Slocan remember
the good times of five years ago, when
all of their ores were shipped to Ameri-
can smelters, and they live in hopes
that these days will return. :

‘Statement for the Year Shows Increased
Revenue.

Ottawa, Oot. 4.—(Special)~The com-
plete financial statement of the Domin-
ion for the past year was issued today.
It shows a surplus of $7,284,275. Cap-
ital expenditure was $13,000,000, and
the addition to the public debt in the
year was $3,398,412.

The Ottawa eity council is grappling
with the fuel problem.

Gets Little Encouragement
From Operators.

Philadelphia, Pa., Oct. 8.—The visit
to this city of the committee represent-
mg the National (Meanufacturers’ asso-
ciation for the purpose of couferring
with the presidents of the.anthracite
‘coal carrying roads, who last week met
President Roosevelt and the officials of
the Miners’ union, at Washington, ap-
pears to have been fruitless. "The com-
mittee arrived here this morning aund
spent the greater part of the day at
the Manufacturers’ club, awaiting the
appearance of the presidents, but mone
of the presidents arrived i person at
least in compliance with the request of
the committe for a conference. ‘Lonight
the committee. issued the following
vague statement:

*The committee of the Manufacturers’
came to Philadelphia after meeting Johm
Mitchell and his associates at” Buffalo
6n "Tuesday, for the purpose of consid-
ering measures by which the coal strike
could be ended, and this committee will
meet again October 14. (Signed), D. M.
Parry, President Natiowal Manufactur-
ers’ association; Geo, H. Barber, De-
troit; Richard Young, New York; Frank
Leake, Philadelphia.”, .

After the members of the committee
had breakfasted, they despatched a mes-
senger to the offices of President Baer,
of the Reading compauy, announcing
that they were ready to meet the opera-
tors. The nature of Mr. Baer’s reply is
not kuown, but in answer to a ques-
tion, the railroad president said: e
know nothing about a committee.” He
declined to make any further state-
ment. President Parry said invitations
0 meet the committee had been sent to
all of the presidents who had met Presi-
dent Roosevelt last week, and that fav-
orable replies had been received from
three of them. He would not, however,
divulge their names.

meetings came pouring into Wilkesbarre,
President Mitchell dictated a letter to
the President of the United !States in
which he gives an answer to the Presi-
dent’s proposition that strikers return
to worll and trust to have their condi-
tion improved through an investigation
commission. :

‘What the answer of the miners’ chief
is, he refused to divulge, but it is mot
difficult to conceive that With the re-
plies of the local uniong piled around
him, he c¢ould not do otherwise than
respectfully decline the President’s pro-
posal. Mr., Mitchell sent his letter to
Washington before he had heard from
all the locals,' and at 8 o’cloek in the
afternoon, accompanied by the three dis-
trict presidents, left for New York. His
mission there is also a secret. Asg New
York is the headquarters of the coal op-
erators, a rumor immediately- spread
that a setlement was in prospect, but
Mr. Mitchell and his colleagues would
not say who they expected to meet. It
was a busy day for the miners officials
about headquarters. From early morn-
ing until late tonight the returns came
In constantly. This evening the corps
of newspaper. correspondents stationed
here were invited to examine the re-
ports, and not one was found that was
not couched in firm language. Briefly
stated, the resolutions in tHese reports
afirm the confidence of the men in the
integrity and judgment of their Presi-
dent, praised President Roosevelt for his
efforts to end the strike, denounce the
presidents of the coal carrying railroads
for their alleged abuse of the chief exe-
cutive at the conference in Washington,
denounce the employment of the coal
and iron police, thank all organizations
and citizens throughout the country for
the financial assistance given, and de-
nounce ‘Governor Stone for sending
troops here. - Nearly all the resolutions
contained a sentence to the effect that
the men will remain out. “Though all
the troops in the United States are sent
‘here,” until they are granted some con-
cessions. Additional troops for this re-
gion have not yet arrived, and the gen-
eral strike situation remains unchanged.
The coal company officials have nothing
to say beyond the fact that they are
awaiting developments. There is no in-
crease in the shipment of coal, very lit-
tle of which is being produced. No
violence was reported today, and in fact,
very little since the troops were sta-
tioned here. 'The production of coal
since the Ninth regiment has been in this
valley, has not increased, and if the re-
solutions adopted by the local unions
today incite anything, it is not likely
that much coal will be shipped to mar-
ket for some time. X

Daring the afternoon, President Parry
in an interview said: The strike has
reached what we now believe, the crisis.
We were in hopes of meeting the opera-
tors today, but owing to the short notice
they received, they were unable to ‘be
present, ’

The Lyderhorn encountered the same
typhoon as did the Dynomene, when two
days out from Hongkong. apt. Wil-
liams, speaking of his voydge, said:
“When the Lyderhorn left Hongkong she
was blown by an Easterly wind to the
vicinity of Gap rock, and then, mnext
day; ere was a ligilt westerly wind
wh{;h blew her on her way outward.
This wind increased "gradually, until at
10 p. m. that night, there was thunder
and lightning—the furies were loosed.
The wind blew a full gale, and then
chopping around to the morth, the wind
began to howl. The Lyderhorn lost her
two lower topsails ~during this blow.
From north the wind shifted to the
north-east, ever increasing in violence,
and then it came howling from all
points of the compass—a typhoon. The
Lyderhorn heeled -over cousiderably, as
she rode in the heavy confused sea, and
her decks were flooded, but the ship
never sustained damage, other thansthe
loss-of her two lower topmasts during
the earlier part of the storm. She was
under bare poles for:24 hours. About
eight or nine days later the Lyderhorn
encountered the tail end of another
typhoon when in the Formosan Straits,
but sustained no damage. ‘We did not
not sight the Dynomene.” The Lyder-
horn is jn ballast, and is awaiting or-
ders, and Capt. Williams, who has many
friends here, is renewing acquaintances.

“The British ship Pass of Balmaha,
which has been ordered to Tacoma to
load wheat, will go on the Esquimalt
Marine ‘Ways today to be cleaned and
overhauled, before proceeding to her
loading port. The tug (Lorne will tow
her to 'Esquimalt from the roads and
will take the British ship ‘Glenesslin
into the Esquimalt harbor -at the same
time. The ‘Glenesslin is to tie up there,
her owners deciding to wait for a raise
in the freight rates before accepting a
charter for their vessel. ‘The American
schooner Balboa, which has completed
discharging her nitrate cargo at the Vic-
toria Chemical works wharf will be tow-
ed to Chemainus today by the tug
Lorne to load lumber for the southwest
coast.

The British ship Brabloch, Capt. Bax-
ter, reached port yesterday, 59 days
from Sydney.

Spreads
To Europe

Coal Shortage in Cenada and
U. 8. Raises Prices in
England.

Welsh Anthracite Has Reached
a Record Figure in 0ld
Country. .

And itesult Points to Continent

of Europe Being Af-
fected.

‘London, Oct. 6.—The increase in the
‘American demand is appreciably raising
the price of coal to the English con-
sumer. House coal of all grades has
advanced $1 since October 1. A prom-
inent dealer on the coal exchange said
to a representative of the Associated
Press today: “I should not be surprised
if retail coal in London reached $10 per
ton during the next few days.”

A representative of a big Swansea
anthracite company said: *“While we
are selling every ton of hard coal we
can spare to America, the increase in
price is affecting us adversely in an-
other way. We have spent $5,000 year-
ly during the past ten years to gopnlar-
ize anthracite for house use in Englan
we have kept up stoves, stores an
agents in London and elsewhere, and
we were just beginning to make head-
way, and now this big jump in prices
threatens:to put back our crusade for
several years at least.”

iReports from Oardiff say that 25
steamers have been secured for early
sailing from South Wales ports for New
York and Boston and United States pur-
chases during the past week at Cardiff
alone totalled 100,800.'tone, of which
80,000 tons were for New York. The
purchases at Swansea last' week totalled
20,000 tons. It is estimated that the
Welsh sales of coal for America aggre-
gate 200,000 tons since the rush begam.
Anthracite coal is now quoted at the
highest price it has ever reached in this
country.

The French miners’ strike has not yet
affected the mark but it it spreads,
there will undoubtedly be a further ad-
vance in prices.

Ocean freights are also rising, al-
though the earlier shipments were taken
at normal rates. Some of the steamers
of nearby big concerns, such as Elder-
Dempster & Co., Leyland line and John-
ston line, are loading coal .at Cardiff and
iverpool. . It is not expected that suf-
ficient anthracite will be obtained to
supply the American demand.

With Rope
And Bullet

Tragic End of Two Residents
of the Quamichan Indian
Reserve.

Indian Woman Hangs Herself
and Husband Shoots
Himself.

'Word has been received from Duncans
of a tragedy which took place at the
Quamichan ¥ndian reserve. On Sunday
an Indian woman named Lizzie hanged
herself in a most deliberate fashion.

‘An inquest was held on the remains of
the woman yesterday forenoon by Cor-
oned Norcross, and after hearing all the
available evidence, a verdict of suicide
‘was returned by the jury. Immediately
after the inquest, while the coroner and
some of the jurors were at luncheon,.
word 'was brought to them of the deaths
of the woman’s husband, who had but
a few minutes before given evidence as
to the death of his wife.

Investigation t_groved that he had gone
straight from the coroner’s inquest and
secured a gun, with which he ended his:
life. 'He shot himself in thé throat,
the bullet passing through and severing
the vertebrae, so that death must have-

| been instantaneous.
