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THE OONQUEST OF PERU.

Long time ago there was a conquest of
Peru by Pizareo and his Spminrnlgz one of
o different kind is already recorded among
the eventa of 1881. The later cvent
sppears likely to bring important cou-
sequences, An interview with Mr. Blaine,
published & day or two ago, tells us what
the ex-seeretary thinks of the situation
which has' been developed. In answer to
the question why Peru was so easily over-
come by Chili he says that Peru was ex-
hausted by her extravagant outlays on
railways, amounting in the aggregate to
more than two hundred ' million dollars,
while meantime she had no navy and only
a disorganized army. Chili, on the other
hand, had been going in heavily for fight-
ing gear instead of railways, and:
the opening of the war found her
with a strong force of iron-clad war
vessels purchased in England, fogether with

" abundance ‘of other swar material from the
same sources. Her soldiers marched to
Peru clad in uniforms of English cloth,

" with English muskets on their shoulders.

““English sympathy,” says Mr. Blaine, has
stood behind her at every step of her con-
quest, and English commercial interests
eceived tremendous impulse from Chili’s
ggrandisement. I think the result of this
Peru—Chilian war destroys American
influence om the South Pacific coast, and
literally wipes out American commeicial
interests in that vast region. But he does
not blame England for doing the best she-
could for herself, for he adds :

“To blame England would be childish.
England is always bold, eneigetic and vigi-
lant in spreading her commercial power. I

-admire her ceaseless activity, but I do not
believe in having it exercised at the ex-
mbe of the United States. Especially do
fedialike to see England winning great
commercial trinmphs in a field that legiti-
mately belongs to the United States, and
which the United States could readily com-
mand if she would. Chili's victory throws
the whole Peruvian business into English
han The export of guano and nitrate
is already nearly 700,000 tons per annum
and will rapidly increase, all from Peruvian
territory and all now absorbed by Chili.
English bankers will furnish the money,
English merchants will transact the busi-
ness, English ships will carry the cargoes.
Over 800 ships are already engaged in the
trade. ' Chili|will gain from it in two years
more than the entire cost of her war, and
England will absorb the business, as she
absorbs the trade of Portugal, of Egypt, of
Australia, or of Bengal.” "

He is of opinion, further, that the seizute
of really valmable and wealth-producing
territory, by the conqueror, leaves Peru poor
and worthless, and incapable of being a
nation any mere. When Humbold visited
Peru in 1804 ke pronounced it the richest
country on the globe in natural wealth,
but Chili now leaves it among the poorest.
The province of Tarapaca, with its beds of
nitrate (}‘ soda worth thirty or forty million
dollars a year ; and the Lohos islands with
their uncounted wealth in the shape of
guano, are taken and will be kept by the
conqueror. As Chili exacts’ payment for
war expenses besides, she makes herself
immensely wealthy by the operations, and
mwuch of this newly-acquired wealth of hers
will filter through English channels, and
willin fact become English property. These -
are the circumstances and the prospect
which Mr. Blaine invites his countrymen to
contemplate,

The prospect is not a pleasing oné as fip
as Canada is concerned, for it indi ~!cs
probable cause of ill-feeling between :: g
land and the United States. And, as past
experience has sufficiently shown, when
these two disagree Canada is sure to be the
principal sufferer. American revenge for
the Alabama blunder fell, not upon Eng.
land, but on Canada; the colony it was
that had to pay for the pro-confederate
enthusiasm of English ship builders, and
the extraordinary slackness and neglect, if
not the actual connivance of imperial
officials, who should have stopped the
Alabama butdid not. As for the indemnity
of three and a_gquarter millions sterling
paid by England, that was but a triflé to
set against a hundred millions—aye
several hundred millions—gained to
British commercs through the American
war, It does nob appear that England can
be blamed in the (Chili-Peruvian business on
any grounds that would bear stating in an
official despatch ; but, n6 matter what the
cause, if a coolness between the two nations
arises, Canada is likely to be called upon
to make the sacrifice which is to reconcile
them. And this is where our interest in
the latest conquest ot Peru lies,

Nine Private Bills—County Cotrts ~The
1‘“, Orooks Aoct. 3

A very large number of private bills, no
less than fifty-nine, the largest number for
years, were reported by the standing orders,
committee yesterday and for an’ hour there
“was a “lively tinie amongst members, each
trying to get in his bill or bills firsf; the
speaker letting his eye be caught “impar-
tially from either*side of the house. There
was a warm debate on a motion in favor of
more than doubling the amount in which

*he county court shall have jurisdiction,
bat the government opposing such action
as premature, it was negatived on a straight
party vbte after asuggestion thrown out for
such a course by the opposition leader. |

Mr. Gibson (Hamilton), presented peti-
tions with a large number of signatures and
from temperance associations in favor of
amendments to and the stricter enforcement
of the Crooks act, and the introduction of
temperance teaching in school books, The
first four reports of the standing orders
committe were presented, reporting that
the formalities in connection with fifty-
nine private bills had been duly complied
with, After the reports had been received
and read the bills were intfoduced by mem-
bers from all over the house, some having
several in charge.

Mr. Creighton (North Grey) moved for a
return as to proviucial acts grououuced un-
constitutional by judges, and the names of
judges so declaring. He said people did
not know whether provincial acts were in
force or not, as they had no access to the
law reports and he wished for the return to
let them know. Hon. Mr., Mowat said
there was very little of the legislation ‘of
the province pronounced unconstitutional.
He would bring the * returns dowm.- ' Mr.
Young (North Brant) suggested that any
decisions in which the constitutionality of
an act' had ‘been called in question and ap-
pealed should be added. The motion was
amended so as to include all amendments in
which  the constitutionality of provincial
acts had been called in question.

Mr. ‘French (South Grenville) moved in
favor of increasing the jurisdiction of the
county ' courts in ‘some e¢lasses of cases from
$200 to $500; and in other classes from $400
-to "$1000," He" said the increase in the
Jurisdiction of the division courts had taken
away business from the country courts, and
there should be a corresponding increase in
county " court jurisdiction, where costs
were little more than half of what they 'were
in the assize courts, .

Hon. Mr. Mowat said it was premature
to move in that direction. They had al-
ready in the past two''years made greater
changes in law prpceedings' thar had been
made for many yeéars before, or would prob-
ably'be made in many years again. Time
should be allowed to Mave the practicé and
pleadings ‘settled before’ further  changes
were made. It was important in the in-
‘terests’ of ‘clients’ that the ‘procédure should
be well settled, and this would increase
the diversity, Bs'to costs, a ‘discretion was
now''given to'the judges and they should
wait and see how that worked.

Mr.. Meredith (London) said the gov-
ernment had opposed the increase in the
jurisdiction of the division courtsin the same
way until the pressure from both sides of the
house became too' strong to be resisted.
The people were quite satisfied with the in
crease of jurisdiction given in that case,
but it had left the county courts with little
or uothing to do, There would be the

me difficulty from the judicature act in
the county courts under the presect juris-
diction as there would be if it were increas-
ed. He was afraid the attorney-general
was under the centralizing influence of the
lawyers who resided in Toronto.

Hon. Mr. Frazer said that in trials at
the assizes all the proceedirigs and the trial
could take placein the county where the
action arose, and appeals would have to
come to Torouto any way. The division
conrts act did not lessen the work of the
county judges, but rather increased it and
a large amount of extra work was cast upon
the county judges by the judicature act,
The number of cases tried at the assizes
had been very small lately.

Mr. French re’ﬁ%ed to withdraw - his mo-
tion, and

Hon. Mr. Mowat moved in amendment
that in view of the discretion given to
judges as to costs, and of the division court
act being yet on its trial, it was premature
to consider an increase in the jurisdiction of
the eounty courts,

Mr. Deroche (Addington)said-he thought
there must be a party reason for introducing
the motion ; and that it was more in order
to make a cry against the government than
to serve suitors or the profossion.

Mr. Meredith (London) said it was a pity
that parly questions had been introduced,
as there would now be a strong party vote.

Mr. Gibson (Hamilton) said there was no
particular demand for the change. It was
very creditable to those preparing the
judicature act, that there should not be at
the first session, after it has been six months
in force, a great many amendments neces-
say. The county court judges had now as
much to do in proportion as even they
had. There was no chaos caused by the
judicature act, The applications in cham-

bers were not greater than they were be-
fore. 'The attorney-general was unpopular
with the legal profession in Toronto, be-
cause of what he had done in the way of
decentralization.

Mr. Mérrich (North Leeds) said that no
argument had been put forward against the
motion except that it was premature.
There has been no movement in favor of
the judicature act. He moved in amend-
ment to the amendment that the matter
be referred to a commiteee to enquire and
report.

lost in a thin house on a straight party of
42 to 24, and the amendment carried on the
same division,
