Bismarck Is for War.

"There is not much raom for doubting the
fact that Biswarck’s vaice is “etill for war,?
s was that of the Roman Sempronius of old."
And it is this determination on the part of the

policy shail be, which most of alllends gravity
to certain events ot the day. The Emperor
Frederick Is at death’d’ door, and Crown
Prince William bas been autharized to act in
his ‘place, ‘or has been formally appointed
Regont, a8 some accounts: say. It is well
known that his voice, too, is for war, but with
a difference. For while the Uhancellor’s rea-
sons are those of a statesman, the Prince is be-
lisved to seek war for a sgldier’s reasons mainly.
Were the future Emperor’s ohief adviser sin-
cerely  desirous of preserving peace at this
time, even his Imperial master might find it
difficult to drive Ger-nnny into war vé et armis,
if 'we may say so. But, given a yotng soldier
‘—Emperor, who it is well known is eager to
burn powder; next give him for chief adviser
the ablest and most powerful Minister in
Europe, who is at the same time bent upon
immediate . war, for grave reasoms of state
policy—and then; surely, we have the ele-
ments of wir inevitable, and not very long to
be waited for, either. But why should we as-
sume Bismarck to be thus determined upon
war?

We might reply, because what avervbody
says must be trae, giving to the expression its
current And besides, there are
reasons why 1t is very likely to be true. For
now a pumber of years, ever.since France
began to recuperate after her great disaster,
she has been gaining in material strength and
resources more rapidly than Germany has,
The fertile soil and genial sun of Franee add
every year to her wealth and stréngth at a
rate far beyond what Germany, so much less
Hfwvored by Nature, can ever hope to equal.
Uunless, mdeed, Germany should succeed,
through enterprise in *ships, colonies and
commerce,” in making herself another and
even ' & greater Britain : which par-
ticular ambition some Germans, and
Bismarck bimself among them, are said
to cherish., Should Germany eeize upon
both * Deamark  and Holland, by no
means an unlikely contmgency, then the
dream of Germany as a greaj naval power
would be something more thdn a dream, we
should say. Meantime, however, for the
anfiual production of wealth and strength
from the soil of the two countries respective
1y, France takes the lead ot Germany by all
odds. As regardsactual material wealth and
strength, France is every year gaining upon
Germapy, and no one kpows this. better than
Bismarck. Henoce his anxiety that the “irre-
pressible conflict” should come off soon, before
France has gained too much m material
weight to make the conflict aforesaid a safe
oné for the Fatherland.

But people do say that Bismarck has a per-
sonal motive as well as a perfectly sound ma-
terial reason for being anxious to have the
inevitable struggle come off soon. He wants
it to be over and done with in his time, while
as yet He is himself *to the fore,” and able to
guide the German stats through the tremen-
dous difficulties and dangers which ave to be
anticivated.

There are minor reasons that might be men-
tioned, but these are enongh. Bismarck
wants war soon, because. e sees that France
is gaining upon Germany in ‘material wealth
and strength. with every year that passes.
And he deuremaléo that the war should come
off while be himself remains ‘‘on deck” and

British Alarm About Canada.
From The New York Sun (Anglophobde.)

A continued -correspondence addressed to
The London Times in which several eminent
writers have figured, among them Mr. Gold-
win Smith, shows pretty piainly that there 1s
a growing apprehension in England as to the
future of Canada as a colony of the British
Crown. For example, instead of Goldwin
Smith's plan for ecommercial intercourse with
the United Btates, a correspondent offers this
alternative:

“A free trade mlhx1 in Canada wopld act as
a battering-ram, and the tariff wall could hardly
stand up against its force, operatingas it would
on 4,000 miles of frontier; The wallis even now
on the tottar, as is shown by Presjident Cleve-
land’'s message. Should it fall, Mr. Goldwin
Smith’s dream of universal free trade would be
far on the road to Tulfilment. Surely thisisa
better experiment Lo try than one which
would inevitably lead to the dismemberment of
the empire.”

Where Bank Notes arc Made.
¥ Prom The N. Y., Sun.

T'he recent arrest of two boys for stealing
eleyated railroad tickets from. the Hamilten
Bank Note Compsany, after they bhad been
_ordered to destroy shem, was a surprise to the
eustomers of bank note companies everywhere,
a8 well as to the officials. Tt was the first time
in years that a theft by employes of a bank
note company had been made public, and; if
the oficials of these concerns can be belieyed
it was the first time that any such thefs bad
ogcurred.

The president of a large bank note company
in this ¢ity recently Baid to the writer that 1t
was absolutely imposwible for any of his sub-
ordinates to steal anything without being de-
wcted at once Eve& imaginable safeguand
is used to prevent the oommnysnuﬁemuz
through -the dishonesty of its employes. In
printing notes, or stamps, or bonds, or
tickets the r to be used is carefully meas
ured beforehand by one of the higher officials.
Only enough to make the pumber ordered is
given to the workmen, and they are held re-
sponsible for is thereafter. If o single stamp
or ticket is lost ™ the 'doors are locked and po-
body is allowed t6 leave the workshop until it
is found or sasisfactorily accounted for. 1

With bank notes. and bonds extra precau’
tions are used, and they dre ‘counted after
going through "each J)rodeu If & mistuke
accurs all have to be done over, and the first
batch is destroyed. If one is lost and cannot
be recovered all ave destroyed and a new series

printed in entirely different colors.

An instance of tbis kind occarred several
years ago. A bank note company m this city
printed some bonds op contract for the Vir-
ginia Government, Oue packnge was stolen
while they- were being transported to the
Treasurer. Of course none of them had been
signed; and they were therefore not valid; but
all the rest were at once destroyed and a new
set in different colors were ordered,

Each official in & bank pote company serves
as a check upon the ‘other until the president
is renched. Heis ically unchecked. Al
men are lable to be ather than they seem, and
even the highest have been known to fall, bus
80 far no iustance is on record in this couniry
where the president of a bank note company
became a defaulter.
