The
crisis of these negotiations came about
Msy 8, when Premier Greenway refused
to entertain the idea of abandoning his own
Red River lipe; aud using the company’s
Emerson branch instead. May 12, Mr. Van
Horne telegtaphed (from l[ontrnl to Winni-
peg) that the company’s did not
necessarily involve the abandonment of the
@overnment Red River road, still the com-
pany sssumed that” such would be
the resuls, as the Government could
scarcely wans two roads to the boundary, each
parallslto the other. It was intimated to Mr.
Greenway that the building of 8 new road by
the Government must render useless a million
dollars’ worth of the company’s property,
which would necessarily cripple it to that ex-
tent in the getting of funds with which to
provide for such future extensions of its lines
as were deemed necessary by the people, while
it would be damaged to a still greater extent
through the loss of confidence in railway in-
vestments in the province shat such action on
the part of the Governmens would inspire.
And further (May 18), it was intimated thas
surely Mr. Greenway could not expect the
company quietly to pocket the loss and go on
exposing more of its property to destruction.

Mr. Greenway having practically refused
to lease the company’s Emerson branch al-
ready built, and to abandon his own line par-
allel to it—this appears to have been the stick-
ing poins in these negotiations. The company
thought this meant to them the loss of a
million dollars already expended, and in time
to come e#till further loss through lack of con-
fidence created by the Government’s wasteful
and anti-economical policy, as they considered
it to be. May 19, Mr. Greenway replied rather
snappishly shat his Government was notgoing
to be dictated to; and with that the ocorres-

»pondence closes.

But why did not Premier Greenway take

the economical plan, aid save the province,
or somebody, something like a million dollars
expensé for building & new road, one sufficient
for all purposes having been already built ?

In other words, he had to
do as he was bid to do by the combination of
agitators, wire-pullers and such like, -interest-
ed in bringing n the Northern Pacifie, hand-
ing over the trade of Manitoba and the North-
weet to the Americans, and, ultimately, in
annexation to the United States,
@ But something has been said about pro-
viding a way for the Grand Trunk to get into
Manitoba, with the help of the Northern
Pacific. This would be importams, if true.
Bat it is not true ; at least we think it is not.
How is the Grand Trunk to ges across the
Sault ? That seems to be an important
question, not clearly answered as yet. Ere
we say much more of this business we must
