Hamilton, Dec. 16.—The 3-year-old daugh­
ter of Joseph Heintzman was burned so 
severely this morning that it is doubtful if 
she will recover.

The Heintzman girl’s dress 
caught fire, and before the flames ware 
quenched she was horribly burned. Her face 
was blistered and swollen, the charred flesh 
peeling off in some places. Her whole body 
above the top of her stockings was a mass of 
scars. The child was removed to the Hospital.
