It is
suspected that White was given a blow on
the head or face and knocked into the river.

the left hand; so many, indeed, that it was

found that the people were maiming them-

selves to get the insurance. Finally the com-

nies were forced to offer a less sum for the
Jeft hand than for the right, since which time
there has been a decrease of 80 per
cent. in this variety of accidents
Now the companies contemplate eliminating
the leg and arm indemnity clause from their
policies for self-protection. Mr. Lockwood
says there are more insurance cripples in the
country to-day than war crigples." The un-
favorable result of placing the leg and arm
clauses in accident policies is generally con-
ceded, but Mr. Lockwood’s imagination ap-
pears to have run away with his reason if
the statement credited to him in the last
sentence quoted above is a correct report of
his remarks.—Chronicle.

There are two birds known ' in Prussia as
the bustard and the kammel, the former a
species of smail ostrich, once considered very
fine eating, the latter very tough, except
under exceptional conditions.

The eating of the past included, under the
Romans, the ass, the'dog, the snail, lea hedge
hogs, oysters ugaragus, venison, wild boar,
sea nettles. In ngland in 1272 the hostess
offered strange dishes: Mallards, herons,
swans, crane and peacock. But the peacock
was of old a rignt royal bird which figured

-spendidly at the banquets of the great.

Our Saxon ancestors were very fond, like
the Spaniards, of putting everything into the
same pot; and we read of stews that make
the blood boil. Travelers tell us of dining
with the Esquimaunx on a fleld of ice, when
tallow candles-were considered delicious, or
they will find their plates loaded with liver
of the walrus. . They will vary their dinners
by lielping themselves to a lump of whale
meat, red and coarse and rancid, but very
toothsome to an Esquimau, notwithstanding.

If they would sit down to a Greenlander's
table they wéuld find it groaning under a
dish of half putrid whale’s’ tail which has
been lauded as a savory matter, not unlike
cream cheese, and the liver of a porpoise

makes the mouth water. They may finish
their repast with a slice of reindeer, or Toast
rat, and drink to their host in a bumper of
train oil. - .

In South America the tongue of a sea lion
is esteemed & great delicacy.  Fashion in
Siam prescribes a curry of ants’ eggs as
necessary to every well ordered banquet.
They are not larger, the eggs, than grains of
pepper, and to an unaccustomed palate have
no particular flavor. Besides being curried,
they are brought to table rolled in green
Jeaves mingled with shreds or very fine slices
of pork, -

T'he Mexicans make a species of bread of
the eggs of insects which frequent the fresh
water of the lagoons. The natives cuitivate
in the lagoon of Chalco a sort of carex, called
tonte, on which the insacts deposit their eggs
very freely. This carex is wmade into bundles
and is soon covered. The eggs are disen-

aged, beaten, dried and pouu%led into flour.

enguins’ eggs, cormorants’ eggs, gulls’ eggs,
the eggs of the albatross, tur es’ eggs are
made subservient to the table.

The mother turtle deposits her eggs about
100 at & time in the dry sand, and leaves
them to be hatched by the genial sun. The
indian tribes who live on the banks of the
Orinoco prpeure from them a sweet and
limpid o1, which is their substitute for
butter. Lizard eggs are regarded as a bonne
bouche in the South Sea islands, and the eggs
of the guana, & species of lizard, are much
favored by West Indians. Alligators’ eggs

are eaten in the Antilles, and resemble hens’
eggs in size and shape. A

T.ocusts are eaten by many tribes of North
America Iudians, and there is no reason why
they should not be very good, The bushmen
of Africa rejoice in roasting spiders; maggots
tickle the palates of the Australian abori-
gines, and the Chinese feast on the chrysalis
of a silkworm.

If this is what they eat, what, then, did
they drink? No thin potations, no haif filled
cups for the early nglish. Wine bibbers
and beer bibbers, three bottle men, they
were down to 100 years ago. Provocatives
of drink were called “'shoeing horses,” *‘whet-
ters,” “drawers off and pullers on.”

After the Restoration England seems to have
abandoned herself to one great saturnalia,
and men drank deeply, from the King down.
The novels of Fielding and Smollett are tull of
the wildest debauchery and drunken ex:
travagance. Statesmen drank deep at their
councils, ladies drank in their boudoirs, the
criminal on his way to Tyburn stopped to
drink a parting glass. Hogarth, in his
_wonderful pictures, has held the mirror up to
society to snow how general was the shame,
how terrible the curse. .

We are afraid that the “Dew' of Ben
Nevis” is not so peaceful, nor the juice. of
the juniper, nor New Englaod rum, nor the
aquadiente of the Mexican, the vodka of the
Russian. All these have the most terrible
wild madness in them. Lo the honor of
civilization it is no longer the fashion to
drink to excess. The - vice of drunkenaess
rarely meets the eye of & refined woman; and
let us hope that less and less of it may be the
pane of society, vhe disgrace of the ars of
entertaining.
