It ap­
pears that about 40 years ago a gentleman 
of Loudon, England, of the name of Linton, 
died, leaving an estate of £40,000 sterling 
in cash in the Bank of England. This sum 
has been accumulating since, and it was not 
until the last few months that any heirs to 
this wealth have been discovered.

Ottawa, June 23.—The only feature of 
the House to-day was the discussion on the 
clauses of the readjustment bill that apply 
to Prince Edward Island. At present that 
province is made up of three counties, each 
of which sends two members. Of these six 
members two are Conservative and ’four are 
Liberal. By the readjustment undeff the 
last census the island must lose one Seat.
The Government bill proposes to meet this 
situation by cutting the island into five 
ridings, one result of which is to take three , 
townships out of one county and two out of 
another and put them into ridings in ad* 
joining counties. In this way complete 
equality of population is secured, but 
county lines are broken into. , 1 
/ At one time the Opposition have beefli 
urging as the principle of redistri­
bution that of equality of popula­
tion, at another time they have urged 
M>. McCarthy’s principle of maintaining 
county lines. In the case of Prince Ed* 
ward, Mr. Davies, the Liberal leader from j 
that province, moved an amendment not to 1 
disturb the county lines, but to give King’s 
county one member and the remaining two \ 
counties two members each. This at the

London, June 23.—The Empire Trade 
Conference lasted all day to-day. Xlany 
leading colonists were present, including all 
the Canadian delegates.

The Right Hon. James Lowther presided. 
He said Lord Salisbury sympathized with 
the desire of the1 league, that preferential 
nates bo established, but he wanted con­
stituencies educated before undertaking to 
legislate on the matter. Mr. Lowther said 
that in his Hastings speech t#ord Salisbury 
had shown that he no longer ignored the 
essential elements of the commercial situa­
tion in Great.Britain. Though Lord Salis­
bury did not precisely endorse the fair trade 
principles the League advocated he said, 
in his Hastings speech, enough to show that 
he does not entertain the narrow prejudices 
with which the subject was too frequently 
surrounded in ministerial utterances.

One of the features of the sitting to-day 
was an able address by Sir Charles Tuppae 
in which he painted in glowing termarthe 
capacity of Canada as va food-producing 
country. He said that even if Great Bri­
tain,by a trade policy, antagonized all of the 
other food-producing countries in the world 
the Mother Country need not be short of the 
amplest supply of food. Canada was quite 
capable of supplying the Empire with food. 
Sir Charles Tapper warmly urged the 
adoption of a preferential tariff within the 
empire. He also urged that the Govern­
ment should place a duty of five shillings 
per quarter on American grain and that 
Canadian wheat should be admitted free.

Sir Donald Smith spoke in very much the 
same strain. He declared that the McNeill 
resolution recently passed throdgh the 
Canadian House of Commons voiced the 
opinions of the great majority of the Cana­
dian people, who earnestly desired even 
closer trade relations with the Mother 
Country than those actually existing.

The Agents-General of the Australian 
Colonies, New Zealand and the Cape of 
Good Hope spoke in favor of the establish­
ment of preferential duties.

Rankine Dawson and tl^e Hon. Mr. Hol-

London, June 23—It is stated on good 
authority that the conference between Mr. 
Gladstone and the McCarthyrte leaders , al­
most solely concerned the proposals of Mr.

Though he said that renew­
ed efforts should be made to re-establish 
union, he expressed no great concern 
the result should tbat end be 
attained. He is so hopeful of such a solid 
majority at the approaching general elec­
tions that be believes that the return of a 
few so-called independents will not affect 
the issues.
