No White Man l!ﬁ Set Foot Therein
Sincé 1846—Tibet, the ‘“‘Roof of the

World,” Yet ‘Almost a Terra Im-
ecognita. x )

It is easy to'see why the Tibetans lock
their'doors against the world. If there
is any priest-ridden part of the globe it
is Tibet. The majority of the better
class of young men enter the Buddiust
priesthood. Lhasa, the holy city of Bud-
dhism, contains only about 15,000 inhab-
itants, but 20,000 priests are 'said to
crowd the -lamaseries in its outskirts.
These monasteries are very numerous in
a large part of the country, and some of
them contain thousands of devotees.
And yet we know of only four towns in
Tibet with a population of above 12,000,
and six others from 1000 to 6000 inhabi-
tants. The rest of the people, tending
their herds, are scattered thinly over
the vast plateau and sometimes densely
in the mountain valleys. The lamas or
priests believe their supreiacy w ould
vauish were the outside world admitted.
They look upon a European as the cer-
tain' precursor of conquest and this is the
basis of Tibetan hostility. .

But Buddhists are welcomed with open
arms, and Lhasa, being the .home of the
incarnate Buddbha or Grand Lama, is
visited by many pilgrims every year
from all over Eastern Asia.' No white
man has set foot mn Lhasa since 1846,
when Fathers Huc and Gabet, with
stained skins and in the garb of Tibetan
priests, spent many weeks there. One

Since other Europeans began to climb
to the summit of the .great .plateau,
Lhasa almost invariably has been the
goal of their ambition. They have made
piost interesting discoveries on the road,
but Lbasa was~ the crowning achieve-
ment they hoped for. Every one of
theni has failed, and had it not been
for the Indian explorers who stole their
way into the holy city we should know
little more of Lhasa to-day than Huc told
us half a century ago. As it is, we have
vivid pictures of the Rome of Tibet as it
appears in these later days. The
Pandit A. K. lived a whole year in
Lhasa and® made a survey of the cele-
brated city, which is even more crowd-
ed with temples than when Huc saw
it,! The Vatican of Buddhism , is the
monastery of the Mount Buddha,
where lives the Dalai Lama, $vho is not
merelf the great high priest, but is
Jooked upon as a visivle deity, the in-
carnation of Buddba. This building,
surmounted by five gilded cupolas spark-
ling in the sunlight, presents a dazzling
and gorgeous spectacle that is visible
for miles around.

Traveling along the routes toward
Lhasa a dozen or so explozers from Pre-
jevalsky to Rockhill and Bower have
found themselves 1n a pew world. .1t is
difficult to conceive of these enormous
heights. _Lhasa Jies ina sheltered val-
ley, butfif “anether;Mount W ashington
were piled above the Tip-top House the
top would not be higher above the sea
than the stone and brick houses of the
Tibetan capital. For five. months in
‘Western Tibet Capt. Bower’s party never
came to an altitude lower than that of
th esummit of Mont Blanc. Not a few
Tibetan mountains are a mile higher
than Mont'Blane, but they may uppear
to be no higher than one of the Cat-
skills, because their basis rest upon the
lefty plateau. At these great altitudes
very sirong.wints -blow miost of the
time, and according to the geologist
Bogdanovitch the native gold-diggers
make the powerful air currents do the’
work of separating the gold from dirt.
Baskets coutaining earth and gold-dust
are lifted to an elevation and then slow-
ly emptied ta the ground. The gold being
Leavier than the dirt, falls vertically,
while the dirt is blown a little to one
side;.and thus the gold is fairly well
cleaned, There are mountains like some
of thiose discovered by Bouvalot in North
Tibet, which, rising from a base of 12,-
000 in latitude, are as high above tlie
plateau as the Alps, and of course their
summits rival those of the taller Hima-
layas in élevation.

Nature shows some curious eontrasts
and mysteries here. Near the north
base of the plateau is the famous Lob
Nor; a lake known for centuries on
Chinese maps, but’never visited by a
white man, in modern times, till Pre-
jevalsky saw: it (1876-7) on the second of
his four great journevs, It receives the
waters of the Taiim River that flows for
hundreds ‘of miles through the Gobi
waste, and though Lob Nor has' no visi-
ble outlet; its waters are almost - fresh.
This 1s one of the most notable cases of
lakes without any known outlet, whose
waters are not impregnated with salts.
It has been soggested by Reclus and
some other geographers that Lob Nor,
probably, has a subterranean outlet.

Some distance north of the Tibetan
plateau is a small region explored in
1890 by the Grum Grjimalio brothers,
which, according to their observations,
is nearly 200 feet below the level of the
sea. This remarkable area of depression,
a little south of the town of Turfan, and
not far from the loftiest region in the
world, was a great surprise to geogra-
phers,and some of théem still question the
accuracy of the report. Scientific skep-
tics,, however,” are sometimes wroug
themselves.

Several explorers have recently return-
ed from the heights of Tibet. Ax‘x},};ng
them are Rockhiil, the American; Uapt.
Bower.and Miss ‘Annie R. Taylor, the
English missionary, all of whom were
inexorably turned aside as they ap-
proached the Lhasa districts. Others
are working there now—Russians who
are eager to be the first in the holy city,
and the Frenchman, Dutreul/de Rhins,
who, before he started on this journey,
wrote the most exhaustive work
on Central Asia that has yet been
penned, We have mno "reason to
believe that any explorer now in
the field will be more fortunate than
Prejevalsky, who was turned back
three. times; than Rockhill, who was
twice repulsed ; or than Bouvalot, Bower
or Taylor, who almost reached the goal
only to see their hopes blasted. Many
Tibetans are kindly disposed, and would
be friendly if they dared. When Bower
was finally brought to a halt the natives
told him : *It would cost us our heads
if we were to let you go on, You may
Ekill us, but that would be as well for us
as to be executed in Lhgsa.”

Amoug the mountaing of the great
northwestern bulwarik of ‘Tibet, the
Pamirs, man opposes fewer obstacles,
but nature is more pitiless. The Cbguese
call this loftiest partof the great piateau
the Half-way House to Heaven, and it
is strange that the name Pamirs, by
which the region is locally known,
means valleys. 1t is stranger still that
from the time Marco Polo crossed this
remarkable region, more than 600
years ago, hardly a scrap of informa-
tion about it/drifted to the duter worid
until quite {recently. = We now know
that the lofty plain is covered with
mountains [ that rise to over
feet at their~dughest summits; that win-
ter reigus three fourths of the year, aud
that some of the valleys are sparcely

peopled by wandering herdsmen. On

25,000 |
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thrée sides of the Pamirs flourish all the
fruits of the temperate zones.  The fact
is illystrated here on a grand scale that
climate is as much a matter of altitude
as of latitude. ¥

it would be surprising if this sum-
mer’s campaign brings the Russians and
the French any nearer to Lbasa. But
we tnay hope that they will be well re-
warded by discoveries.  Rich prizes
have fallen to explorers in that field.
Nobody knew where the two greatest
rivers of China| had their rise till Preje-
valsky found [the headwaters of
Hoang Ho tumblinggdown the eastern
edge of the plateau,
Rockhill stood at the middle and upper
points of the Yangtsekiang’s fountain
stream, 1n the very center of Tibet. It
was Prejevalsky who mapped great
mountain rapges never seen ou our
maps vefore, and his fine collections of
the fauna and flora of the steppes have
not yet been equalled by his successors.
Five years ago Bouvalot found new
mountain chains and volcanoes in North
Tibet that no white man had previously
seen ; and in 1891, Bower, entering
‘Western Tibet, was the first to see a vast
region without dramnage to the sea,
thickly sprinkled with big salt.lakes, one
of which, at an elevation of 17,980 feet,
is believed to be the highest lake in the
world. Snowy mountains and ranges
were seen here aud there, and torrents
poured down their gides to feed the blue
salt lakes, There are large regions still
untouched, patticularly in West . Tibet,
and in spite of the discomforts and
dangers of exploration there, the field
will be the scene of such enterprises for
many years to come. i .

TWO HUNDRED MILES AN HOUR-

An Idea of What Traveling at This Speed
, Means.

It is evident/that what may be termed
electrical science is yet in its infancy,
and marvelous will be the 1evelations
that will disclose themselves by the close
of the century. But when electricity
has to act in conjunction with mechan-
1sm, in other words, when electricity is
the motor and mechanism the vechicle
the action resulting must fall within the
purview of mechanical law, and
mechanical action has not that lightning-
like character that we associate with
electricity. In discussing forthcoming
electrical railroads some of the pro-
jectors, with more enthusiasm than
Inechanical knowledge, allow themselves
to be sanguine that a speed of trains can
be obtained of 200 miles per hour.
This would be a speed of a little more
than 293 feet per second, and a four-
inch trolley wheel, if the trolley system
be used, would be required to turn at
the rate of over 203 Trevolutions per
second. » 1t will at once seen
that no such velocity could be applicable
on anything more 'than an almost
inappreciable | curve, but, of course, a
train could be ‘‘slowed” in rounding
these. Bus there is not in the present
time any known principal of construc-
tion for wheel rotation, involving the
necessary weight, in’ which the centri-
fugal tendency at such speed would be
compatible with safety. Of course 1t is
well understood that where the reversi-
ble feature of piston and crank action
can be dispensed with, that higher me-
chanical - motion can be secured, and it
is true that electrical action far exceeds
steam action in quickness, but a law
governs mechanical rotation, and the
safe limit is passed a considerable time
prior to obtaining a speed of 290 feet per
second. Even with the present speed ot
railways trains hot boxes are a_frequent
and an annoying as well as dangerous
feature, and, as stated, unless some ra-
dical change for the better in the rotary
principle is discovered, it will be found
that maximum of speed has been reach-
ed in some of our fastest steam express
trains. At  all events, it might be
well for a time to aim at a speed of 125
miles per hour, as, more thah likely,
the practical mechanical limit will be
founid-not far beyond the 100-mile gauge.

At a speed of 200 miles per hour a car
wheel having a diameter of thirty
inches would have to make thirty-nine
revolutions per serond—a rate of rota-
tion that may be set down as entirely
beyond the practical limit. It will be
understood at once that these high train
velocities demand absolute perfection of
roadway, no compound curves, no de-
pression or elevations, save the most
gradual, involving miles of distance; for
this proposed: speed is to excel anything
in the material line save such bodies as
move as projéctiles by-explosive propul-
sion. There lare -no winged creatures
whose movement reaches the 200-mile-
an-hour limit, and the severest hurricane
does not attain a 200-mile-an-hour move-
ment. While the proposed speed is at-
tainable . theoretically, practically, it is
outside of physics.—Pittsburg Dispatch.
