COUNTY COUNCIL SUPPORTS 
PETROLIA REQUEST FOR 

INVESTIGATION

Attorney- General Asked to Investi­
gate Alleged Reduction in Charge 

• from Manslaughter to Criminal 
Negligence.

' A resolution which, in effect, re­
quested the attorney-general of On­
tario to have a thorough investigation 
made as to why James Burns, of De­
troit, was only charged with criminal 
negligence in connection with the 
dfeatli of nine year old John Henry 
Banyan. at Petrolia, on May 2nd, in 
view of the finding of the coroner’s 
jury, was passed by the Lambton 
county council last week, after a dis­
cussion. It was proposed by Reeve 
IS: A. Shaunessy, of Petrolia, and sec­
onded by Reeve R. F. Rilet of Alvin-

ston.
In introducing the resolution Reeve 

Shaunessy referred briefly to the cir­
cumstances of the case. Â nine-year- 
old boy had been run down by an 
automobile and died of injurias re­
ceived. The coroner’s jury had repor­
ted a verdict that his death was due 
to being run down by a certain party. 
The speaker had been informed that a 
charge of manslaughter had been 
written out hut .it had apparently 
been laid aside and a charge of crim­
inal negligence laid.

At their last meeting the Petrolia 
council had decided to ask the attor­
ney general to investigate why Burns 
was not charged for manslaughter. 
Mr. iShaunessy continued. He had 
been tried and convicted on a plea of 
guilty of criminal negligence and 
could not he brought up again but 
as a matter of principle the rate-

Deputy 
j Reeve J. B. Scott said that the rate­
payers of Petrolia felt that they did 

; not get a just deal. There was no de- 
] sire to see any more punishment in­

flicted on the defendant, but they 
would like to know why the charge 
was changed so easily.

Reeve Fred Eastman of Arkona 
said he, too, had been informed that 
a charge of manslaughter had been 
made out and what the people of Pet­
rolia and district wanted to know was 
who was responsible for the ditching 
of that charge.

After a remark by Reeve Ed. Arm- 
itage that this.was not the only case, 
but that there was one right at Sar­
nia, a vote was taken and the resolu­
tion carried without a contrary vote.
