Orrawa, April 14—In the House of
Commons this afternoon, S8ir Leoquard
Tilley presented a message from the gov-
ernor-general asking for a grant ot $700,«
000 towards defraying the expefses con-
nected with the military operations in the
North-West.

Toronto, April 16.—The Mail's Humbolt
special says © We have seen nothing of
Reil's ecouts, but half-breeds, supposed to
be spies,have met us, Capt, French ques-
tioned them closely but these said they
were loyal, and on being released
set off towards the eouth. General
Middleton is in comstant commubica.
tion with Battleford, but there has been
nothing from Prince Albert fer two days.
Reil’s force is now estimated at 1,600 half-
breeds and Indians. Rain has been fall-
ing for ten hours and the trail is a mass of
deep mud. The men are cheerful, but
tired out. Many are suffering from severe
colds and theumatism. Col.Irvine knows
all about our advance. Messengers have
been sent to bim via the Carrot River. He
bas been instructed to move upon the reb-
el rear, but only provided he can leave
Prince Albert without risk to the women
and children, The whole _region north
has been stripped by the rebels. Itis be-
lieved that when our force makes Batoches
Reil will retreat towards Battleford, firing
the country behind him. The Tudians
have gone irom Battleford towards Fort
Pitt. It is believed that they have plun-
dered and burned all the small settiements
between Pitt and Victoria, 129 miles from
Pitt. There were eight or nine hundred
settlers there. Poundmaker is near his
roserve. Fears are entertained of an’ alli.
ance between him and Crowfoot, the
Blackfeet chief, when Gen. Stiunge's
column moves from Calgary. .

Toroxnto, April 16.—The Mail says: Of
course it must be obvious that men do not
take up arms and fight and kill and be
hanged and shot, like Reil and his fol-
lowers, without at least a conviction that
they have grievances. Theso grievances
will have to be heard some day and the
sooner the better. An unreasoning cry
for blood and revenge would be a misfor«
tune. The expedition is probably costing
$40,000 per day, and already in all proba-
bility some $800,000 has been spent.
That is a very serious matter and one that
will make the average taxpaying citizens
by no means anxious to coutinue the con~
test if any reasonable way out of the con-
fusion and into & state of peace offers itselt.
Fighting for the mere sake of fighting or
for revenge is & poor business, and our
people will be pleased with a bloodless
successful campaign. The idea that Riel
will run awsay as on & former occasion is
not one on which a military police can be
framed. If he is forced to fight - he will
guide the deliberations of those who will
have charge of the negotiations. Gen.
Middleton no doubt bas large powers, and
is continually in communicatiou with the
authorities at Ottawa,

A despatch received here on the 17th,
by the Hudson Bay authorities from Cal-
gary, via Edmonton, pronounced the re-
port regarding the massacre of Frog Lake
as false. This seems to confirm the idea
entertained all along by Archbishop Tache
that he doubted the reliability of the re-
port of the atrocity. The above report,
however, still requires confirmation.

ToroxTo, April 18th.—The Mail's spec-
ial from Clark’s Crossing says: Riel is
fifty miles north-west of us, and all ac-
counts agree that some of his men are
deserting him, but sufficient force remains
to make a stand. The insurgents are re-
ported as desirous of making a treaty, but
General Middleton will not listen to such
proposals. A scout from Battleford has
reached General Middleton here and re-
ported no immediate danger, The In-
dians have raided South Battleford, stolen
all the stores aud goods they wanted and
burned a number of buildings. It is re-
garded as highly desirable that Fort Hill
be relieved as speedily as possible, So
far as can be seen now there is reason
to believe that the Indiang, not the half.
breeds, .will giye the most serious trouble
to all the expeditions. ~ The latter are
reported as having used all the food they
have stolen and are now living on their
ownbeef. The boat has not yet left
Swift Current. The river is rising, but
is still considered too low, especially at
Moose Woods. Gen. Middleton naturally
does not tell his plan of attack on Riel,
since the latter gains information with
wonderous facility. But the general will
risk his men as little as possible, and
trust largely to the artillery to punish the
rebels. The main settlement of the half-
breeds and the fortified church are within
gocd range of the nine-pounders from the
west side. Riel’s rifle pits are not formid-
able, and he has not any artillery. This
is the latest report. To-morrow it may be
said he bas guns. The troope keep won-
dertully well and are continuing the best
marching on record, under the circum-
stances.

Crarg’s Crossise, N. W. T, April 18.—|
Riel’s three scouts have just (1.50 p. m.)
been brought into camp by Boulton’s
scouts. They are Indiaos belonging to
White Cap’s band of Sioux. They were
taken before General Middleton. There
was great excitement on their arrival in
the camp.

Jack Fism Bay, April 18.—-The Halifax
battalion arrived here at four o’clock this
morning atter a terrible march from Port
Monroe to McKellar’s Harbor, across the
ice, a distance of 20 miles, thence by
open flat cars to this place. Wea accom-
plished the march in about seven hours,
which, considering the sluggish nature of
the ground, was remarkable. ‘The men,
wet and cold, had to make the bestof it on
the flat cars during the coldest hours of the
night, and toadd to our misery some of
the baggage was left behind, and some had
no change till it arrived. . However, we
had a good and splendid breakfast and a
rest here all day, starting to-morrow
morning at 5 in sleighs on Winston Dock,
to there take the railway for fifty miles,
where we reach another gap and more
marching.

It is said that the
aforementioned Colonel has, for some time,
heen looking for an appointwent under the
Dominion Government, and in fact
expects the said Government to create an
office for him, an office that would be per-
tectly useless to the community, *and
would probably benefit the pocket of the
appointee only. Having nothing to do,
and no income, the pay of a Colonel on
active service would be very acceptable.
Whether he would fight or run of course
remains to be proved, but I know that
somo of the men in the regiment think
there is too much gas about him. It ie
said that one day last week he was paasing
the Queen’s wharf and the sentry on gnard
did not salute him, at which he was 8o
annoyed that he complained to the ser-
geant of the guard and had the man
arrested. [t is the duty of the soldiers of
the regular army to salute militia officers
when in upiform, but it was snobbish
and mean to complain of the man's con-
duct and have him arrested and punished
1t was about impossible for some of our
militiamen to leave home at the time, and
they therefore refused to go, and found
substitutes. Some of those men are now
accused of cowardicé by a few of the
young fools who bad to go. Oue of our
best medical men, who has a delicate wife
and large family and a practice worth, pro-
bably, $10,000 per annum, and some of
whose patients are now in & very critical
state, very sensibly and properly declined
to leave the city to go out as surgeon to
the regiment. This gentleman has been
insulted by the reception of three enve-
lopes each containing a white feather.

A Block in Ashes.

SugLsurNe, April 17.—A fire originated
in Ryer's hotel,on Water street, about half-
past one this morning. A strong breeze
from the northswest prevailed and the
hotel was soon in flames, and despite
every effort of the town brigade the fire
spread rapidly.
