The St. Stephen wires without the nid of an extra wire and
without interfering in any way with the
ordinary messages passing over the wiresat
the time. Mr. Edison, who was on the
train yesterday, explained the method :

“The keynote of the whole situation is
that the air for a short distance does not
mnke any perceptible resistance of the
transmission of an electrical current, The
current that we use for the transmission of
these messages creates a continuous musi-
cal note, which may be interrupted bv
means of an ordinary Morse key."”

Mr. Edison expiained that in the Clifton
office there was a condenser made of
layers of tin foil separated by air,but that
ut the car a condenser was formed by the
thirty Baltimore and Obio wires stretched
along the track, by the tin roofs of the
cars, which were all connected by copper
wires, and by the air between the wires
and the tin roofs. Under tbe table of the
operator in the car was & local battery.
The current used may be conceived as pas-
sing first from the battery in the Clifton
station and leaping through the condenser
to the telegraph wires, then passing along
those wires without interrupting ordinary
messages until it gets opposite the car,
when it jumps across to the tin roofs, and
passes down through & wire to an e¢lectro
magnet on the operator's tavle. Thence it

NearLy o Cextenarian.—One of Anna~
polig’ oldest inhabitants, Mr, James Rice,
died on Bunday gfternoon last, at the
age of 96 years, The family from which
