AMERICAN INTELLIGENCE.
By Telegraph to Morning & Evening Papers.

St. John, Jany. 29.~From 25 to 40
deserters come into the picket lines of
the 2nd corps daily, notwithstanding cx-
traordinary precuations taken against de-
scrtion,

Skirmishing is reported between the
Confedcerate cavalry under Longstreet, and
the Federal cavalry.

Evening.—A brigade of Roddy's zom-
mand, crossing Tennessce River below
Florence, to join another brigade to pro-
ceed to Athens, to capture Federal for-
ces there, were repulsed with 135 killed.

Confederate despatches reported Mis-
sissippi River blockaded at Miliken’s
Bend and Greenville, by their batteries;
also that their cavalry had reached with.
in four miles of Knoxville, capturiog five
thousand cattle, one hundred wagons,
and a large amount of other property.

Jany. 30,—A correspendent of the
Cincinnati Gazette, writing from Knox-
ville, 20th inst, says Gen. Sturgis is ad-
vanced sixty miles from that place, where
he had an engagement with the loss of
about 150 men,” On the 19th he fell
back to Knoxville ard crossed Holsten-
River with a view of intereepting the ene-
my at Lewinsville.

Gen. Granger moved in the same di-
rection on the following day where a bat-
tle was pending. Much anxiety existed
at Knoxviile.

Longstreet hus heen heavily reinfor-
ced.

‘I'he Secretary of the Treasury has re-
moved the restrictions on trado in Ken-
tucky and Missouri. =

Even.—The Knoxville correspondent of
Cincinnatti Gazette, 22d inst., states that
the Federals crossed Holsted River at
Strawberry Plains, falling back to anew
position. The loss of stores at Straw-
berry Plains was quite severc; the cne-
my pi~ked up two hundred stragglers.—
The Federals bwned the bridgees, ete,
which were likely to fall into the hunds
of the ecnemy.

On the 22nd, the enemy and Federal
sharpshooters were skirmishing across
the River, six miles above Knoxville, It
is supposed that Longstreet will besiege
Knoxville, which is being strengthened.
Longstreet has a strong position at Bull’s
Gap, whenco he can throw his forces in-

to the valley on cither side with grout fa-
cility.

Southern  despatcher report Torrest
operating suecessfully, whipping the Fe-
derals at La Grange, Collarsille, and
Germantown. A large force in Western
Fennesace is ready to juin him.

February 2—400 Confederate prisoners
having talten the oath of ullegtance to
the U. S, Government, the xame have
arrived at Charlestown, Mass., from Chi-
cago and embarked on board the receiv-
ing ship * North Carolina,”

Eleven regimonts of the Twelfth Corps
have re-enlisted, and are being recruited
to their maximum strength, Re-eulist-
ment in the Gulf Departnient is going on
brigkly..

Evening —A reconnoissance to Ring-
ald and Dalton reports that the main
Confederate force had undoubtedly left
to reinforce Longstreet, for the invasion
of Kentucky, or to reinforce Mobile where
an attack was expected. <

A Washington despatch states that s
new call for troops was rendered neces-
sary, by more recent advices from the
South. Reinforcoments for the Federal
army from New York City average three
thousand‘men daily.

The Confederate despatches report
twelve Foderal transports passed down
the Mississippi River, accompavied by
General Sherman. The Federals wero
also making preparations to occupy Jucke
son, Mississippi.

The Federal gunboats and transports
had entered Pascagounla and were cngag-
ed in rising vessels that had been sunken
by the Confederates, Gunhoats were
reported to be quite numerous in the vi-
cinity. The Federal drums wero heard
on Horn Island 29th ult.

Feb. 4,—Anecxpedition from Newbern
into the interior captured 25 men, and™
destroyed about 20,000 lbs of bread, cte.

A large force of Confederates carly om
Sunday morning attacked the Federal
outpost at Beech Creck, N. C. The lat-
ter were compelled to fall back in good
order, destroying camps and abandoning
a few stores with a loss of 50 to 100
men.

Almost simultancously the cnemy ad-
vanced on the South side of the Trent
River, but were repulsed.

The Confederates have Leeu driven
back from the line of the Baltimore and
Ohio Railroad at all points.

A deserter reports that two brigades
of Louisiana and Texas troops were matche
ing to Cincinnatti line to blockade it, and
get arms and ammunition across.
