eparture from among us 3 whilst we could have wished
tho day far distant which is 10 sever the sacrod tiv that
has so long united us as Pastor and people ; yo, as it
is otherwiso ordered, in thy Providencs of God, we
cannot permit you to lcave us without somo cxpres-
sions of our grattude, love and esteem.

1t is now nearly soven yeara since wo witnossed tho
solemaitics ol the day of your Ordination, and with
*“a glad and ready nun'),” concurred in your appoint-
ment as Curste of this Parish.  From that bour to the
prosent our confidence has not diminished, and our
tondest hopes of your uscfulness have been fully reali-
z0d. In all ourintorcourse with you, in public and
private, in joy and sorrow, we hava always experi-
cnced at your hands the kindness of the Christian,
and the tender sympathy of a faithful and devoted
pastor.

News Depactment.
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From Papers by R. M. 8. Ameorica, Sopt. 16,
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OrKRATIONS 1IN stk Fast—Tug Criega Ex-
pEDtTION.—~QOur last week's prognostications have
since been verified by the unguestionable fact that
the expedition las let Varne ; and we are warranted
in stating that thers is overy probability that our tleets
are now Lofore Sebastopol. The following despatch
dated Vienns, Wednesdav, though not yet confirmed,
is cutirely worthy ‘of credit:—% Tho combined flects,
which had left Varna on the 4th, had appeared off
Sebastopol on the Sth. A perfect cloud of trausports,
troop-shups, auvd steamers of all sizes, covercd the sea
in thu vicinity of Dalaklava” The number of troops
composing the military portiun of the expedition is
variously stated ; but wo are within the truth in plac-
ing it at 80,000 ; with 25.000 sailors, and °8,000 can-
non. With this overwhelming force we can scarcely
be doubtiul as to the wltimate result of the expedition 3
but a stou! resistanco will probably be offesed by the
Russiane, who are concentrating largo forces in such
postiious as to bo availablo at any point near Scbas-
topol ; in addition to which their naval forces are in
complete readiness. Forts aro being built four leapues
from Scbastopol, and a mass of fire-ships are being
prepared. ‘There are 60,000 men in camp established
near the town and the Russian fleet is armed.  Prince
MenschikofT directs the measures of defence. Marshal
St. Arnaud has issued a somowhat grandilequent ad-
dress to the army in which ho says :—* 1tis providence
which callsus into the Crimea, a country as healtby as
our own 3 and tu Sebastopol, the seat of Russian power
—in thoso walls, whore we go scek tozether the pledge
of peaco and of our return to our homes.—The enter-
prise is grand and worthy of you. You will reabze it
by the aid of thomost formiudable military and navalforce
that has cver been collected.” In forcible contrast to
the Generals drumns znd trumpels, Lord Raglan has
issued a contemporary memorandum, requesting Mr.
Cowmmissary-General Flider to take steps to insure
that tho troops shall all be provided with a ration
of porter for tho next few days.

Opessa.—Gencral Krusenstern  has ordered the
inhabitants of Odessa to reduce the city to ashes if the
allies shoulil attempt to take it, and then to return to
Tiraqpl. The proclamation concludes—* Woe to
those who remain behind or attempt to extinguiah the
fire” Allmeans of extinguisliing the fire, such as cn-
gines, &c., have been destreyed. -

Tur Rovar Ixvarips.—The Duke of Cambridge
5ad quits recovered from his recent tiiness before start-
ing with the expedition ; but Prince Napoleon was so
seriously ill that the doctors held a council and declar-
ol that he was unfit to join the expedition. The
Prince listened respectfully to the rezult of the consul-
tation a.nd. after thanking bis medical adviusers, for
the interest which they took in his heali, immediate,
Iy took his depatture to join Lis division, which stast-
edon the 4th inst.

Bucnarsst.—Tha Russians are moking great
preparations for the defence of the left bank of the
Danube in Bisarabia. All the supplies of corn and
other provisions ate to be destroyed ¢ if the enemy
should succeed in obtaining a foating in Bemarabis.”
‘The Turks continug to advance from the Danube to-
wards the Buseo, and heavy artillery and French
rocket batteries are moving iu the direction of Brai-
low. Pontoons and other materials for the construc-
tion of hridges are being collected at Matschin, The
Austrians bave entered Bucharest, and Lave made
themuelves particularly dimpresable towards Omar
