BOOKC NOTICE.

TrHE PHYCITIDIE 0F NORTH AMERICA, BI GEO. D. HULST.
This valuable paper forms nuinber 2, volume 17, of the Transactions

of the American Entomological Society. The author flot only gives us
what lias been done on this fim-ily, by others, but also the results of his
ownI critical and long continued study and investigation.

H-e comiplains of difficulties in the study of these insects o'ving to the
fact tliat so many of the types are in European rnuseunis, and further,
that so niany are in private collections. There rnay be son-e question
wvhetlier this last is not an advantagye, for, as a mtile, private collections
aire miore easily accesàibIe than public ones, and the visitor is riot harn-
pered by strinigent rules. There is but littie use to attenipt the study of
microlel)idoptera in a museun where the rules forbid the remioval of an
insect frorn the trays, as is the case in niany.

The Phycitidoe are given farnily rank 1' in the super-faîniily Pyralidoe,"
and after the family ch aracters, the literature of the subject is quite fuilly
and very fairly given, wvhich is alwvays a dificult task. Mr. H-ulst divides
the family into two sub-families, based on the presence or absence of the
lowver anal plate, and differs froni Ragonot, wvho divides theni on the de-
velopemnent of the tongue. From, ny own studies I ain inclined to agree
witli Mr. Hulst.

The structure of the iniago is treated thoroughly and exhaustively,
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
