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W. J.-ONEILL DAUNT.
DEATH OF THE IRISH VETERAN OF
THE OLD GUARD.

. Sketoh of His Lite~Was an Agitator
with O'Connell—A Repesler and &
Tepant Righter—His Literary Labors
—Pen-and-Ink Picture of Daunt by
One Who Knew Him.

The Irish veterans of the old guard, living in
the old 1and, are dyingone by one. 0'Gorman
Mahon, Who was 90 years of age when he dled,
was one of the connecting links between the
emancipation struggle of the first three de-
cades of this century and the national move-
ment of to-day. O’'Nelll Daunt was the sole
surviving link ; but now that patriarch has al-
80 vanished into the valley of the shadow of
death, at the advanced age of 83 years, in his

bhome, Kllcascan Oastle, county Cork. O’Neill
Daunt belooged to the Irish gentry. HIs
estates were some I000 acres, When (he
famine of '47—'48 cursed the Irish race with
the horrors of starvation, O’Neill Daunt not
only declined his tenants’ rents, but at the
casile the Janitor was instructed lo serve the
tenantry each with four Jloaves of bread
dafiy throughout the perlod ot the famine—
with the result that there was not a single
death by hunger on Mr, Daunt’s property. 1f
all the other Irish landlords followed such an
example there would have been no famine in
Ireland,and the population of that country
would be to-day over 10,000,000 insterd of &
beggarly 4,500,000,
EARLY CAREER OF MR. DAUNT.

Willlam J. O’Nelll Dannt was born In1807 in
Tallamore, tamous for its prison where Wll-
liam O'Brien’s pants were rent from hts nether
1imbs by the wardeuns in the days of the Land
League. His birth took place in the house of
his maternal grandmotner, the widow of Rev.
Thomss Wilson, fellow of Trinity College,
Dublin. Daunt’s father was killed In a duel in
1826. Daunt trom his earllest boyhood was
possessed of two leading princlples which were
the maln factors of his politieal career, and
these were his eloquent and logical defence of
the Catholle religion and his enthuslasm for
the repeal of the union,coupled with his extra-
ordinary knowledge of the financlal relations
gubsieting between England and Ireland,
proving that the latter country was overtaxed,
He was a most omniverous reader, and made a
particular study of the perlod when the mer-
cenary members of the College Green Parlia-
roent, towards the close of the last century,
were bribed to vote for the union by the in:
famous Castlereagh. Grallan's immortial
orations were his especial favorites. Despite
the fact that he was a Protestant, when he
reached his majority, and belonged lo the
British ascendauncy party in Ireland, he de-
liveresd many enthualastic and eloguent
harangues in favor of rending the penal chains
from the limbs of his Catholio compatriots.
For this defenee he was boycotted by the
gentry of the county Cork. Shortly after he
reached his 218t year he became s devout
Catholie, thanks to the influence of 0’Oonneil,
who converted him Lo that fallth, 1t was
Father Mathew, the Immortal apostle of
temperance, who recelved Lhe young
and fervid tribune 'into the Catholic
church. Daunt was, next to the chief-
tain of Derryname, the great leader of the
Cathollo agltatlou for spiritual freedom. He
compelled Lthe Duke of Wellington to teil his
soverelgn, King George I1V., that his majesty
should choose belween civll war or Catholle
emancipation. George had to sign the bill
which made the Irish Cailbolics free from spir-
itual bondage.

DAUNT AS A REPEALER.

He was 1n 1830 elected M. P. for Mallow. When
Yaniel O’Connell, in 1841, started the Repeal
Association, O'Nelll Daunt was the Arst lead-
ing Irlshman to lend the great tribune a heip-
ing hand. When the agitation had assumed
enormous proportions, O’Connell appolinted
him to & post as the Lelnster director of the
repeal movement, while John 0’Connell was
director of Connaught, Tom Steele was dlrector
of Ulster, and Maurice O'Connell the director
af Munster. Q’Nelll Daunt, between the years
1842 to 1848, was an indefaligable organizer of
the repeal agitation in the countles of Lelnster.
The army Lhat followed his leadership num-
bered 1,000,000 sialwart men. In the capacity
of organizer he pald various visits to England,
in the leading citles of which country there
were & large number of Irish immigrants.
‘When the repeal muvement was snowed under
by the two lold causes of the secession of the
Young Irelandersirom fhe Repeal Assoclaiion
and the awful oalasirophe Of the famine,
O’Neill Daant, who had been {or several years

"Q’Conneil’s privale secretary, refused Lo join
the secessionists, and stood vallanit;y uunder
the banner of hischief. On O’Cunnell’s death
he retired from public life. But it was only for
a brief period, fur,when'Gav.n Duffy, aided by
Failher Tom O’Shea, started a tenant-right
movement, they were ably assisted by the
chieftain of Kilcascan Oastle, Unfortunately
for that agitation, it fell into the hands of the
ignoble Brass Baund, whose leading lights were

eogh and Ssalier, both of whom in after
years alit their throats with razors, the former
in a hotel 1n Brussels,the latter on Hampatesad
Healh in London. Dufly left 1reland “‘a corpse
on the dissecting iable,” and O'Nelll Daunt
once more relired trom pubule ilfe, disguated
mare than ever with Lhe fallure of the tenant-
right movement.

AN ESSAYIST AND NOVELIST,

O’Nelll Daunt dlvided the day in his retire-
ment from piiblic life in bis study, the library
of which Was pro&ld_ad with & large number of

rish volumes. He used 1o leave his bhed at 8

'clock, and afler & frugal repast of & yoll and
thyee eupa of Turkish golden-culored coffee,
whichis & writer's chief inspiration, he wroie
his essaya and novels, starting at 6.16 A.M.,
and continuing till 12 noon, and he turned out
in that Interval of time 600 words. The rest
of the day was devoled 10 the welfare of his
tenantd, Among the volames which issued
from hia pen al this literary perlod of his
career were the following: *'Essays on Ire-
land,” “Ireland Since the Unlon,” and later
on, when he reached the age of a patriarch, he
Eanned Eighty-five Years of Irlsh Hlistory.”

He in-
sisted, however, on her settling all her dowry
on himself, Her previous marriage haviog
been barren, owing to the fact thatthe late
count was more her father than her husband,
and as she desired io have children, and 8s
her sultor was still young and stalwart, she
was so infatuated with him that sne obeyed
his very wish. When the poltroon goi ihis
young maiden into his clatches as big wife he
treated her with the utmost brutality, whip-
plng her nude body every morning after she
had left her copjugal couch. She would then
fling her arms around her husband’s neck and
shower him with her caresses. Vietor Hugo
once sald: ‘ Lafemme aime a etre battue par
gon marl” (* Woman loves to be beaten by her
buaband"{. The pounding she receives al his
bands only increases her passlonate love for

him,

O'Neill Daunt's other work of flctlon was
“The Gentleman In Debt,’’ published by
Cameron & Ferguson, in which the riotous
and blbulous excessea of the Irish gentry
throughout the closing years of the eighteenth
cgntury are reallstically deplcted by his glfted
pen.

PEN AND-INK PICTURE OF DAUNT.

Daunt was, like McGee’s Roman spear, & tail
man, § feet ¢ inches in hls vamps. A year’s
life in Naples, where he weni to siudy the
pleture galleries, rendered hia features swar-
thy under the hot rays of a southeérn sun. He
had an enormous chest, due to his physical
exercises. He could jump, standing, over a
barred gate eight feet high. He joined in the
hunt, and otberwlse built up a splendld con-
stitution 1n his youth which defled the ravagus
of time. I remember seelng him when I was
a boy entering my native town in Clonakiliy,
county Cork, poised gracefully on the saddle
of his Arab Steed, a noble and high-8pirited
animal. He held the reins with ali the decor-
ous altitude of a courtier at a royal court. A
sllver gray moustache was curled up at elther
end, and hls snow-white beard swept his aged
chest, flowing down Lo the region of his
stomach. 1 was carried back infancy tothe
glorious old days of my natlve land when Finn
and his companlons were the delenders of the
republlc of [pnisfail. O'Neil Daunt reminded
me of an old Irish chieftaln, He was never ill
thronghout his life. He slmply dled of old
age. May the dust over his grave lie nghufr
on the remains of this patriotic and intel-
lectual Irlsa man.—EUGENE DAVIS in the Bos-
