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Resolved, That it strongly disapprove of the unscientific and
possibly dangerous practice of prescribing the secret proprietary
medicines; and :

Resolved, That the British Columbia Medical Council be
requested to communicate with all physicians of the province,
drawing their attention to the undesirability of prescribing these
secret proprietary medicines.

The British Columbia Association asks that the Canadian
Medical Association co-operate with them in getting the Domin-
ion Government to take action in this matter.

From the Winnipeg Medico-Chirurgical Society a communi-
cation has been received, embodying the following resolution:

Resolved, That this Society approve of the establishment of
a Canadian medical journal by the Canadian Medical Associa-
tion,

From the Ontario Medical Association a communication has
also been received approving of the object sought in the pro-
posed re-organization of this Association, and expressing the
conviction that in the re-organization the essential connecting
link between the members of the profession in each province and
the Canadian Medical Association, should be the provincial asso-
ciation. )

According to instructions received at the last meeting, copies
of the report of the Special Committee on Re-Organization were
sent to the medical journals of Canada and to each member of
the Association. ‘
