*More thau, thirty years ago a business firm
engaged in the leathor trace ni Boston. Prom

smsII beginningit became prominont and eue-
*essif ul. Some yoars ago it established, in a

*-town near the city, work9 for tanning and our-
#yin&* $n in which it ha for severo.l years em-
ployedl more than one hundred mon. Some of
these, mon have beeu in their employment
More than- twenty yeare. The senior member
ofu the firin had served an apprenticcship;, bac'
learned a trade, hâd toiled wvith hie own hands,
anin the days of hies uccess and prespority

.musn amn he did not forgot, as mn
teotton do, tho toile and trials which mantal
laborers who work for wagcs have te endure.
Re rememabereli, tee, that Christianity taches
that property, labor, ail worilly possessions,
abould bu consecrateci to the service of the Di-
vine Master, te mako this %worl botter and
'bighter.

More than three yenre ago this firmn made a
proposition te thir workmen te divide among
%hemn a certain por centage of the profits of
their business. This was in neo ay te affect
Ihir wagoa. Thougli a little izrdulous, the
workmen gladly acceptod the profféed proin.
iac, and, te show their appreciation of thc in-
terest manif esteci in thir iefare, nearly one
hundred of thora signed a temperance pledge
and joined ini organizin; a teulperance assecia-
thou. At the end cf tho first ycar the proprie-'
tA~ dividcd among thir worknen what iras
equal te heif an hour's wages peor day throughi
thse year. The workmen wcre surprised ad
gratified nt thse resuit, and the heaits of the
employers wcro -Ilddoned by witnessing dur-
ing the next and the succeeding year a livelier
interest on the part cf the workmen ini the sac -
naa of their business.

The second year's business was net quite se
unceessful, and, of course, a lesamount 'vas
divided. Frein the third year's profits the
:Rrm bad rt npart six thousaud dollars, and
the senior mniber of the llriu visitcà the
workmen in the latter part cf the week of the
flue, and informed thent that ho should, on thse
following Tuesday, <ivide amen; thema that
amout cf the profits cf the business. On
Satnrdlay night the ire broke ont within a
short distance of their store, and beforo day-
lighit that store and thonsands cf dollars in
goods wero consumed.

lIow tbe time caine for the workmen te
manifest their spirit, and show the fruit cf the

meed theii- employers had been sewing Noble
sud grand was the record theymade. Prompt-
ly, and without the knowledge cf the frn,
they hed a meeting, at which they adopted
tkese resolutions

"To request their employers net te divide
ameng tbem thse six tbeusaud dollars.

" To ban or place at their disposai the sufii
ef about eleven tbensaud dolla they had i
bank.

"Te allow thein, if it was necessary, We
raise money, by mortgsging their own bouses
for thse benefit of tho fi-m."

There le neither mystery ner magie in this
experiment. It is simply adding a certain
par centage cf the profits of the business, pro
raa, te the wages of the men and women em-
ployea. It is a simple sunt in arithmetîc, and
un easly eompited. But can thèeobc auy
computation macle cf its moral value te both
employers and ompoycd? Will it netalways
and ineiitab]y tend te make employers feel a
deeper interest ithse wlf are cf those whc la-
ber for thein? Will it net quieken these aa
and excite the ambition cfi aboring mon, by
makissg them feel that they arc co-partuers in
the profits cf thse business, if net iu the busi-
nlomSitsef?

There are those whos think there is an
terual atagcnisns between capital and labor.

Tisaie are those who teacis that rent la rcbbery,
interest is extortion, property is pluncler, aud
trade fer profft is piracy. There are those,
en the other bandc, who cre nothing for the
teilinig man's trials, and -who sucer at every
'weli-intended effort te ligiten the bardens cf
labor as mis-directed philauthropy or blatant
demagogulisin. Would it net tend to sotten
thse aspritios between employers and emplny-
ed. which grow eut cf the coufiits cf capital
aud labor, if thse busincs mon cf thse country
tise great manufacturing aud railwvay corpora-
tiens, sheuld try an exliermment ivhîch bas, lu
the instance re]ated, met witb such signal
succeas, and wbich bas develcpcd se touchiug
an. exauspie cf kind feelings and gratitude in a
large number cf iyorkmen toward euployers
