ARTICLE XXVI

Acceptance, Entry Int> Force and Registration

1. The present Agreement shahl bear the date of the signature of
Act adopted at the conclusion of the Second Session of the Preparatc
mittee of the United Nations Conference on Trade and Employinent :
be open to acceptance by any governmerit signatory to the Final Act.

2. This Agreement, done in a single English original and in a siflgl
original, both texts aut.hentic, shall be deposited with the Secretar-
the United Nations, who shall furnish certified copies there-of te ail inter
eruments.

3. Each governmentt accepting this Agreement shall deposit an il
of acceptance ijth the Secretary-General of the Uijxted Nations, who "0
all interested governnients of thie date of deposit of eachi instrumenlt0
ancea and of the day on which this Agreemenit enters into force under P
5 of this Article.

4. Each gevernment aceepting this Agreement does s0 in ep
metropolitan territory and of the other territctries for whichi it a
tional responsibility; Provided that it may at the time of acceptancé d
any separate customs territory for whieh it has international responib
sesses full autonomny in the conduct of its external conmmercial rela-o
the other matters provided for in this Agreement, and that its cet
net relate te suchi territory; and Provided further that if any~ of th
territories on behaif of whioh a ontaing party has acee t~ is
